an “ Exchequer Taily,” The King knew
that, to demand taxes to be paid in gold and
silver metals, which were not found in Eng-/|
land, would have been as unjust, and as bur-!

! In the reign of William the Conqueror, the
| pound of account was a pound weight of sil-
ver, or twelve ounces.  So that the weight nf:
the metal corresponded with the denomina-

| tion of the money. Time has changed all this;

in the reign of Victoria, the pound is less than

oue-third what it was under the founder of the
{ Norman line of Kings. Nevertheless the old

name and denomination is retained. That
which was equal to sixty-two shillings, now

only represents twenty shillings; our modern
shilling is less than an ancient groat. The
pound sterling of the Conqueror contained
576 grains of gold, that of Victoria only 123
grains.  If a man owed, in 1066, a pound
sterling, he owed twelve ounces of silver ; but
he who owes a pound in 1847, owes a trifle
less than four ounces. In France, the change
has been more remarkable than in England;
there the livre, or pound, origirally contained
twelve ounces of silver, now it only represents
one franc, or about twenty cents.

In 1345, Edward the T'hird coined the gold
Noble, which was then the proper gold pound,
and it represented in builion £3 12s. 10d. of
modern money. Since then it has been alter-|
ed eighteen times, and is now reduced to one
pound, or twenty shillings.  No longer ago
than Lilizabeth’s reign, (1691) the pound ster-
ling contained 172 grains of gold.

The Funding system of England commen-
ced in the Revolution of 1688, when the Ex-
chequer Tallies were called in and_ funded.—
‘ Here commenced the national debt of Eng-
{land. ‘I'his method of anticipating revenue,
converting what could not be paid into a per-
manent debt, upon which interest was to be
paid, was practised in the 16th century, by
the Venetians, Genoese, and by Holland. It
had its origin in expensive wars.

‘I'he Bank of England was incorporated in
1694. It lent the Government £1,200,000,
and thus purchased the monopoly of coining,
depriving the crown of its privilege.

It would be an interesting subject of enquiry
at the present time, and which we may attempt
hereafter, to trace the progress of commer-
cial affairs iu England, from the time of the
first charter of the Bank of England to the pre-
sent time. 'The power which the Goverment
gave to the Company of coining money, was
{ one of the greatest which could have been gi-
f ven.  Writers upon the subject have disagreed
as tothe effict which the Bank has had. Two
things, however, are certain: England has
{arisen to be the most powerful nation in the

K‘wurld, having the widest commerce and pro-
| ducing the greatest amount of manufactures.
| At the same time, as a nation, she is burthen-
| ed with the weight of a national debt, suffici-
ent to sink in hopeless bankruptey and ruin
any half* dozen nations now exis ng, or that
ever cid exist on the face of the earth.

‘“ There is quite an excitement in Somerset
county, in consequence of the aileged discos-
ery of gold in the northern borders of that
county, and in the adjacent portions of Canas
da, on the rivers Chaudiere and Du Loup.
We have supposed, and heretofore expressed
the belief, that gold would, at some period, be
found in regions further cast, but on about the
same latitude with the above named locations,
We inferred this from a slight inspection of
the geological formations of which one who
travels through the forests will have occasion-
al glimpses.”
