San Diego harbor a few days ago on her
northward trip. There she was wel-
comed back from her long sleep in the|
Guatemalan sands by the salutes of alll
craft in the harbor. It required ninc|
months of continuous labor and the ex-|
penditure of nine human lives to enable|
Captain F. C. Strafford of the Britishi
Columbia Salvage Company to accom-
plish one of the greatest feats ever at-
tempted in marine engineering by float-
ing the vessel.

In the summer of 1907 the Sesostris of
the Kosmos line, commanded by Cap-
tain H. Tenne, left her home port,.
Hamburg, Germany, bound for the
ports of Central and South America.
Bad luck followed the ship almost from
the day of her departure. She encount-
ered many storms and had a difficult
passage round Cape Horn, but™her solid
steel frame and sound construction kept
her in good condition. However, while
the crew was unloading coffee off the
coast of Guatemala, near the small town
of Ocos, a slight equinoctial storm:
broke the anchor chains and drove the
freighter sidewise on the beach. At
first Captain Tenne thought the ' accid-
ent could easily be remedied at high
tide. But when high water came the
treacherous sands had shifted and the
captain . found the vessel firmly imbed-
ded in the beach. -The sands continucd
to shift, throwing the freighter higher
and higher on the beach and increasing
the distance to the free water at the rate
of a foot an hour. When the rescue tugs
arrived they found the Sesostris strand-
ed in an inland lane 150 feet from the
high water mark. ~

Leaving an assistant engincer in
charge, Captain Tenne and his crew 1o
turned to Germany. In Oectober, 1907,
he reported the loss of the vessel to the
officials of the Kosmos Line in Ham-
burg. Then, as the story is told, he
committed suicide,

The assistant engineer left in charge
of the stranded vessel rigged up an
electric dynamo to the engines of the
freighter and became sole owner of the
Ocos Electric Light and Power Cor-
poration. There followed three unsuc-
cessful attempts to float and salvage the
great freighter. A wealthy Guatema-
lan was the first to lose a fortune in the|
attempt. Finally he sold his rights to
an American, who also failed to put the
vessel into commission. The third at-
terrpt was made by a large salvage com-
pany, but the Sesostris could not be
moved. At last, in the spring of 1915,
the British Columbia Salvage Company
purchased the $1,000,000 freighter for
$55,000.

Led by Captain Stafford, a squad of
\ fifteen men left Victoria on the 4th of
July, 1916, on board the tug Pilot, and
since that time they have bheen working
lon the stranded vessel. The most un-
toward adventure which happened to
 this party was an equinoctial storm last
February off the Guatemalan coast, in
which the pilot foundered and nine men
were drowned, among them First Of-
- ficer J. Birss and Engineer W. C. Pat-
| terson of the salvage expedition.

\ Because the engines of the Sesostris
|had been kept in excellent condition,
|Cz1ptain Strafford was able to rim up
winches run by power derived from
them. A number of centrifugal pumps
{ sucked more than 100,000 cubic feet of
sand from about the partially buried
ship. Then a small canal was dug from
the inland lake in which the Sesostris
rested to the high water line. Through
| this the ship was finally brought to deep
- water. The original cargo had been re-
|moved years ago by means of an es-
| pecially built railroad spur connecting
'wuth the Guatemalan railroad lines, so
| that when the Sesostris finally glided
into deep water she floated high and
|easily. It was even necessary to use
some of the sand that had held her cap-
ltive as ballast.

| The northward journey was begun
| with the British tug Nitinat helping to
[tow the vessel. But owing to the scar-
icity of fuel it became necessary for the
|tug to cut loose when they had gone
lonly a few hundred miles, and the Se- |

Molasses Schooner Gone.

There is nothing left of the four-mast-
ed schooner Edgar E. Murdock, which
was wrecked on the Old Proprietor
Ledges off Grand Manan, but a few
broken timbers. The ‘vessel, after going
ashore, was carried off again and pick-
ed up. She was sighted and towed to
a point off Ingalls’ Island and hopes were
held out that the hull and at least part
of the cargo might be saved. A mes=
sage from Grand Manan last night
proved these hopes groundless. The
vessel was on its way from Barbados to
St. John, loaded with molasses consign-
ed to J. T. Knight & Company. She
was valued at $100,000 and the cargo at
$200,000.

PROCLAMATION

JOSIAH WOOD.

His Honor the Lieutenant Governor
directs -the publication of the following
for general information:

‘Whereas, the 1st of July is the semi-
centennial of the confederation of the
Canadian provinces;

And, whereas, a joint committee of
the Senate ana House of Commons was
appointed to consider and report on the
proper celebration of the occasion;

And, whereas, the said committee have
recommended that, “As the day falls
on Sunday, it seems to be particularly
fitting that the churches and the Sab-
bath schools of all denominations should
incorporate into their exercises the recog-
nition of the facts and iessons embodied
in our national birth and fifty years of
progress, and have requested that all
clergymen and Sabbath school superin-
tendents give to the celebration their
hearty and intelligent co-operation”;

And, whereas, Monday the 2nd day
of July, has been fixed by proclamation
for the celebration of Dominion Day,
and the committee have recommended
that the celebration on that day be as
“general as possible, without expensive
and elaborate display, as befits war time,
and carried out on the broadest social
and democratic lines, a plain sincere
people’s demonstration, a tribute to the
founders of our Dominion and the in-
stitutions and ideals of our common
country,”

We do most earnestly request that the
cities and municipalities of .the prov-
ince, clubs and patriotic associations, co-
operate with the citizens generally in
commemorating the day and the occa-
sion, along the lines suggested in the
report.

In view of the terrible war in which
we are engaged the occasion should be
one for serious tnought and full recog-
nition of the grave dangers to which
Canada and the Empire are exposed, and
the obligations that rest upon us all as
citizens. We especially request that the
clergymen of all denominations through-
out the province, Sunday school super-
intendents and teachers, in the religious
services of Sunday, the Ist of July, do
honor to the memory of the noble and
brave men who have made the supreme
sacrifice for their country, as well as to
those who are still facing danger and
death upon the battlefield, and that the
religious exercises ot the day be char-
acterized with a spirit of loyalty, un-
selfish service, and earnest prayer for
the success of the sacred cause for which
we are fighting.

And we further request that on Mon-
day the 2nd of July all municipal and
city. officers co-operate with the vari-
ous patriotic localities, and that all
citizens by a display of flags and suit-
able decorations at their homes and
places of business, give hearty support
and countenance to this movement, that
this semi-centennial celebration of con-
federation may testify to our apprecia-
tion and grateful acknowledgement of
the many blessings and great prosperity
our province has enjoyed, and the con-
tinued unity and patriotism of the Ca-
nadian people,
