[N QUEBEC PROVINGE

Quebec, May 25—Important amendments
to the Quebec license act were announced
this afternoon by Hon. Mr. MacKenzie,
provincial treasurer, who introaduced in
the house for its first reading a bill en-
titled “An act to amend the Quebec li-
cense law.”

Hon. Mr. McKenzie, when seen after
the sitting of the house, consented to give
the outlines of the bill, which will have
a bearing on the sale of intoxicating k-
quors in every part of Quebec. The pro-
vinecial treasurer anmounced that all hotel
bars, restaurants and all other bars were
to be closed at 11 o’clock on week day
nights and at 7 o'clock on Saturdays and
not open till the following morning at 7
o'clock. This would apply to the cities
and towns of, the province.

| NAUWIGEWAUK WRECK

VERDICT IS GIVEN

Their deliberations at Nauwigewauk yes-
terday brought the jury empanelled to in-
quire into the Kead-on collision at Nau-
wigewauk on Tuesday and the consequent
death of John Casey, brakeman, to the
conclusion that the crew of the Maritime
express, No. 133, were absolutely without
blame. Nor was any responsibility at-
tached to the crew of the suburban train,
No. 136, although it was found that the
Maritime, and not the suburban, had the
right of passage on the main track.

Tollowing is the text of the verdict,
which was completed at 7 o'clock last
evening, after a five hour inquiry:

“We find that John Casey came to his
death in consequence of a collision between
trains No. 133 and No. 136 at Nauwige-
wauk on May 24, 1910. The said collision
was caused by the crew of train No. 136
not taking the siding according to a bulle-
tin issued Nov. 4, 1909. - We believe the
crew of train No. 136 were conscientiously
performing their duty, but it was’ through
the neglect of the management of the In-
tercolonial railway to provide the said
crew of No. 136 with a copy of the said

ulletin that the accident occurred. We

lieve the management of the Intercolen-
ial railway are guilty of culpable neglect
in not providing the agents of the said
road between Hampton and St. John with
a copy of the said bulletin of Nov. 4, 1909.
We algo believe that the management as-
sumed a grave responsibility when they
ordered the removal of the eastern sema-
phore. We recommend that the trees on
the northwest side of the railway should
be removed, so as to allow the drivers to
obtain a better view df the station yard,

Van-
wart and Deacon Davis to the front, Mr,
Davis tore the mortgage document to
pieces, which were put into a wire woven
waste paper basket and Ald. Vanwart ap-
plied a lighted taper while the congrega-
tion rose to their feet and sang the Dox-
ology and the bell of the church rang a
joyous peal. Dr. Gates then pronounced
the benediction and the meeting closed.

Rev. Dr. Gates will leave this morning
for Grand Ligne, where he will attend
the closing exercises in connection with
the schodl and college of the mission.
