The next Census of Agrictulture will be
taken under date of 1st June, 1911.

The area, product and value of field

crops harvested in 1910 will bee enumerated r

for fall wheat, spring wheat, barley, oats,
rye, corn for husking, buckwheat, beans,

peas, flax, mixed grains, hay and clover,!

il beets, other field roots, tobacco and hops;

and grass seed, red clover seed and al-
sike clover seed will be enumerated for
product and value.

Grain and other field crops for the har-
vest of 1911 will be taken by areas only,
as none of these crops will be ripe at the
taking of the cemsus. The products of
these crops will be gathered later in. the
year from the reports of correspondents.

Animals and animal products, also un-
der the head of agriculture, will include
the number of horses three years old and
over, horses under three years, milch cows,
other horned or neat cattle, sheep, swine,
turkeys, geese, ducks, hens. and chickens
and hives of bees held or owned by each
person at the date of the census on ist
June of 1911.

The number of horses, milch cows, other
horned or neat cattle, sheep, swine, and
poultry sold in 1910, will be recorded, as
well as the wool, milk, home-made but-
ter, home-made cheese, eggs and honey
products of the year, and the quantities
of milk and cream ‘sent to factory or sold.

Pure-bred animals registered, or eligible
for registration, which are owned at the
time of taking the census will be enumer-
ated for horses, cattle, sheep and swine,
but their number will also counted with
all other animals.

HOW TUBERGULOSIS IS
TREATED IN GERMANY:

There is an interesting article in Cham-r
bers Journal describing a plan that has”
been adapted in Germany, for the treat--
ment of those. who suffer.from  tubercul-
osis in its early stages. In that country,
there are many thousands of sufferers
from consumption for whom there is no
accommodation in the hospitals. These:
are poor people, but.not panpers, For the
treatment of those temperary cure stations -
have been built in the pine weods near.
the large cities. These can be reached by,
rail in twenty minutes. The ground be-
ing chosen, a long wooden shelter, open
on one side with a kitchen, is builty
The stations for men and women are quite
separate. They remain open from dawn
until dark, but no one is allowed to sleep’
in them. The fares to these stations are
specially low, so that working people can:
afford them. A warm dinner is sefved:
for about ten cenmts, and sausages, sand:
wiches, eggs, milk, coffee and cocoa may
be had at cost price. If the weather is
wet, camp beds are provided, where the
patients may lie. Permits are obtained
from the district doctors for admission,
The patients pay for their own meals but
the attendance and the ‘shelter are provids
ed. No medicine is given except that giv-
en by the doctor. The small sum needed
by the patient is covered by the state
sickness fund, to which all earning less
than two pounds a week are obliged to
contribute. i
