London, April 22—The appeal from Mr. 

Justice,Kenny’s judgment in the now 
famous Ne Temere case of Ussher vs. 
Ussher has been dismissed with costs. 
The lord chief justice in hie judgment 
said:

“In my opinion the decree of the Council 
of Trent has been promulgated in Ireland. 
It is applicable to and controls Catholic 
marriages and makes the presence of two 
witnesses necessary. A ceremony not in 
accordance with its requirements, such as 
thé presence of a priest and two witness­
es, is null and void. The decree of the 
Council of Trent, however, though coercive 
and conclusive from the standpoint of the 
Catholic church is not recognized by 
either the law of the land or by common 
law.”

Miles of telegraph and telephone wires 
were blown down, farm houses were de­
molished in the path of the storm, and rt 
is probable that the death list will be in­
creased when communication is restored 
with all points over which -the toronado 
passed..

While there is no means of estimating 
the damage by the storm, it is certain to 
run into hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Captain Campbell, in Liverpool, 

Tells of the Wireless Calls
Preparations for the Freshet Are 

Being Made Today NOT LIKE THEY ACTED
Liverpool, April 12—The Allan line 

steamship Virginian, which was falsely re­
ported to be towing the Titanic,.arrived 
yesterday. Captain Campbell states that 
he received the Titanic’s distress signal 
at 12.40 Monday morning, when he was 
178 miles away. He started at once for 
the scene as fast as his ship could go. At 
1.24 a. m. he received the Titanic’s signal 
that she was sinking. At 3.45 a. m. the 
signals from the Titanic ceased abruptly.

At the same time at which she received 
the signals, the Virginia was in communi­
cation Vith the Russian steamer Binna, 
Captain Stolypin, from New York, April 
11 for Rotterdam, which was fifty-five 
miles from the Titanic. Subsequently she 
was in communication with the Californ­
ian, Frankfurt. Baltic- and Garpathia, and 
all these vessels started to the assistance 
of the distressed vessel. None of these 
ships stopped and resumed their courses 
until they got the final message from the 
Garpathia that the Titanic had foundered
