FRENCH MINISTER IN A HUFF.

A Complaint at.Civilities the
Court of Paris. Protest Said to
Have Been Made Because Collector
Erhardt Received Him “in the
Name of the President.”

New York, Oct. 7.—The widest inter-
est was taken among politicians in New
York today in a story sent from Wash-
ington that the French legation had com-
plained to the state department over
what was spoken of as the Comte de Paris
“official reception” in the lower bay, ob-
jecting very strongly to the reception by
Collector Erhardt of the Comte de Paris
in the name of the President.
The objection to the count’s reception
in the name of the President was based
on the French minister’s argument that
the Comte de Paris is practically a dis-
turber of the peace, and desirous to bring
about the destruction of the present
French republic.

From n?l that could be learned, the
French legation has taken offence ata
few harmless civilities which were ex-
tended to the Comte de Paris.

The French'consul at:Boston met the
count and his suite at church the other
day, when they were burying the Duc
d’gl‘lenns’ valet, and refused to recognize
the count or his party.

Collector Erhardt was not in town,
but friends of his who went down the
bay with him say that the collector’s re-
marks amouuted to nothing more than
extending to the connt the courtesies of
the port, which consisted in expediting
his baggage through the custom house,
and txﬁxging him off the steamship n a
revenue cutter.

It was further learned that the French
legation had cabled home the report, and
that the subject had resulted in long
letters between the legation and Secre-
tary Blaine.
