ANOTHER OPINION.

An apparent answer to the enguiry of
London “Referee” as to why Searle should
seek England rather than Australia to
row O'Connor is found in the following
extract clipped from the Pittsburg ”Dis-
patch” of Sunday.

“ Doubtless Searle’s sudden resolve to
jourrey to England might be better ex-

lained by himself than by anybody else,
gut there are a few apparent facts con-
nected with the case that ought to have
some influence. In the first place, it is
quite Erobable, in fact I think it is certain,
that Searle thinks that there is more
money to win by leaving Australia to row
than by remaining there Dozens of men
have been prompted to leave home by
this same expectation, and_ doubtless
dozens more will be similarly influenced.
We all know by reports that, generally
speaking, Australia’s entire exchequer
would be invested on Searle were he to
row anybody there. His countrymen
think him a wonder, and they have a
right to, perhaps, because of the good
Australians he has beaten. It is then
quite clear that were Le to row in Aus-
tralia the odds would be considerably in
his favor. On the other hand, if he rows
in England opinions as to his merits
compared with O’Connor would be much
more divided and there would certainly
be much more money for O’Connor in
England than there would be in Australia.
But Searle has waited long for a race
in Australia, and he = has given
Teemer a chance both before
and after the latter was beaten by
O’Connor. It is true that there are two
of Australia’s bookmakers in England at
present, but if their mission is entirely
to back Searle, what of it? Surely this
fact of itself does not mean there is any-
thing wrong. Searle must have backing
somewhere. Altogether it seems to me
that, assuming Searle to be the best
rower in the world, he is doing the best
thing possible in a financial sense, by
leaving home to row.
