Your trustees hope that the>m 
committee for 190Ï will at an early date ( 
consider what is necessary in order to 
further increase the membership of the 
association and to induce members to take 
a continual interest in all that is going on 
during the year.

The managing committee’s report 
reads as follows:

To the President and Members of the 
James Bay Athletic Association, Ltd.:

Gentlemen :—The managing committee 
of the James Bay Athletic Association 
have much pleasure in herewith submit­
ting the sixteenth annual report and fin­
ancial statement.

Your committee again state with every 
satisfaction that the financial affairs of 
the club are in a Very good condition, and 
that the membership has been well main­
tained. The committee would again take 
the opportunity of urging that the youth 
of the city take an active interest in the 
affairs of this association by becoming 
members, and greatly encourage those in 
charge of the association, and always 
have at command members who can. be 
selected to worthily uphold the associa­
tion in all branches of sport.
It will be observed that the association 

since we made our last annual report has 
$3,341.15, including a balance carried for­
ward of $826, and the total expenditures 
have been $3,464.61, leaving a balance in 
the bank of $202.54 to be carried forward, 
but showing that our expenditures have 
exceeded the receipts by over $100.

Included in the receipts are $368 specially 
collected for the Nelson regatta and sub­
scriptions for a new shell, amounting to

$60.
The dues paid during 1906 amounted to 

$2,086.50, anc* the arrears on the 31st De­
cember, 1906, were $277, but dues for 1907, 
amounting to $236.90, were paid in ad­
vance during 1906.

Your trustees regret to report that the 
tennis section shows a deficiency in ex­
penditures over receipts amounting to 
nearly $100.

In this connection your trustees would 
call your attention to the total expendi­
tures made by the club in excess of re­
ceipts since the tennis courts were first 
established, amounting to $530.10, which of 
course includes the cost of making the 
courts.

Your trustees would urge the sharehold­
ers to consider whether it is advisable to 
carry on the tennis courts in future, 
more especially as there is a possibility 
that the association may not be able to 
obtain a renewal of the lease of their 
present courts.

Your trustees, however, do not desire to 
lay too much stress upon the cost of 
carrying on the tennis because they quite 
recognize that it is desirable to find as 
many attractions as possible for the 
mepibers in connection with the work of 
the association.

Your trustees are very much pleased to 
report that, owing to the efforts of your 
managing committee and thos§„ members 
of the club who gave their assistance, 
there has been a considerable increase in 
the membership, which, on the 1st of May 
last year, was only 161 members, whereas 
now we have 217.

During the past year your trustees have 
authorized the purchase of two billiard 
tables at the total cost of $579.07. The pro­
ceeds arising from the use of the tables 
amount to $319.65, and your trustees hope 
that the interest in jthe billiard tables will 
be maintained during the, coming year, 
so that the balance of the expenditure 
may be wiped out. •

Your trustees would point out that the 
current receipts are barely sufficient to 
meet necessary expenditures in carrying 
on the association, and it will therefore 
again be necessary to make special efforts 
installed two billiard tables, which have 
been greatly appreciated by the members.

Last year an effort was made to have a

The local race was competed for by 
members of the association and the crew 
stroked by V. Gray was successful.

Throughout the summer months a series 
of monthly club races were held, and the 
association wound up with a club regatta 
in August. The winenrs of the Flumer- 
felt cup being G. S. Finlaison (stroke), R. 
Hiscocks (2), A. J. Sommer (3), and V. V. 
A. Wolfenden (bow).

Owing to the difficulty in getting mem­
bers to leave their occupations for so long 
ii time, and owing to the great expense in 
connection with the matter, it was diffi-
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
