na on this platform and elsewhere had been 
made with those people. [Cheers.]

WHERE IS MR. MITCHELL?
He bad heard, in some places, 

understood Mr. Mitohell would have voted 
as he did ; in others that he would not, bat 
he felt that there would have been just aa 
much justice in taking the Intercolonial 
Railway from ua after Confederation aa in 
taking the minority’s schools from them in 
Manitoba—because it was in the compact. 
He did not believe that he would lose a vote 
for doing what he believed right and justice 
demanded in that important matter. He 
would Ask his friends to place themselves 
in his responsible position and to ask them­
selves wh t they would have done.
