To bring Immigrants of the

Class to New England,

Better

The presence in Boston last week of
Marshall Field, the Chicago multi-mil-
lionaire, and A. Stewart Appleton of
New York and London, who is associ-
ated with him in some of his railroad
and investment enterprises, has revived
interest in this section of the country,
with the proposition, recently advanced,
to colonize New England with farmers
and mechanics from Europe.

It 1s understood that the Boston &
Maine, Maine Central and Bangor &
Aroostook rallroads, whose térritory
presents by far the most attractive fleld
for the prospective emigrants, have all
been approached by the promoters and
have expressed their willingness to ald
in advertising the attractions of New
England abroad,

Very few of the details of the emigra-
tion scheme have been announced but
the promoters of the enterprise evid-
ently mean business from the manner
in which they have commenced. It is
apparently their intention to dlvert to
New England by way of Boston, a
large number of the emigrants of the
better clags who are attracted to Am-
erica during the mext few years.
Hitherto a large majority of these
people, no matter from what country
they come, have preferred to seek the
western section of the country. It is
thought, however, that many of them
may be induced to come to New Eng-
1and, more especlally to Maine, in the
future. The railroads hereabouts stand
ready to do all in their power to assist
Mr. Appleton and his associates in thelr
scheme.

Mr. Appleton, who is a well-known
Wall street financier and publisher,
will have printed for circulation in the
princiral European countrize jllustrat-
ed pamphlets describing the agricul-
tural and industrial resources of New
England and of Main?,

These will be published in four or five
dift 'rent languages, including German,
Russian, Franch, Spanish and Scandin-
vian.
