FARMERS AND DAIRYMEN

Prof. Robertson of Nappan Ex-
perimental Farm Talks of
Sheep Raising. 3

Diseussion on Horse Breeding—
Assoelation :for the Provinee
Would be Fenitfal.

FREDERICTON, Jan. 23.—The open-
ing ~ session of the Farmers’ and
Dairymen’s a;ssocla.tion took place at
2.30 today in. the city council cham-
ber, which was draped in deep mourn-
ing for the death of our late most gra-
eious and beloved sovereign. The at-
tendance was large and very repre-
gentative, the spacious room being
well filled. The meeting was called
to order at 2.30, with the president, G.
A. Dickson of Chatham; in the chair.
On the platform were his honor the
lieutenant governor, Hon. §8Sydney
TFisher, minister of agriculture, Hon.
L. P. Farris, commissioner of agricul-
ture; Mr. Hodson, live stock commis-
mioner of Ottawa, and hon. chief com~
missioner of public works. The pre-
gident in-his opening address sympa-
thizingly referred to the great sorrow
universally felt by our people in their
deep affliction at the loss of their be-
loved sovereign, and in e touching
tribute paid to her late majesty by
the speaker and those who followed
ene could readily see how eager and
anxious all present were to join in
their heartfelt =~ expressions of  love:
The president’s address was well re-
ecived, and was followed by a short
address by his honor the lieutenant
governor, in ‘which he feelingly re-
forred to the great sorrow that had
fallen upon the whole British empire.
He complimented the association on
the large gathering present and the
good work they were doing. He was
anxious to see manual exercises intro-
duced in our public schools. The Hon.
1. P. Farris in a short address moved
the following resolution, seconded by
the secretary of the association: That
the president of this association be
authorized to send by telegraph forth-
with to his excellency the governor
general et Ottawa, to be forwarded to
His Majesty the King the following
expression of this association on the
death of our late most gracious sov-
ereign lady Queen Victoria:

“The Farmers’ and Dairymen’s As-
sociation of New Brunswick, in an-
sual session convened at Fredericton,
dcsire to express to His Majesty the
King our profound ‘sympathy with
him in ‘his grief and that of the nation
at the death of our beloved Queen,
whose wise and glorious reign has
witnessed such growth and progress
throughout our empire, and to assure
His Majesty of our loyalty and devo-
tion to his office and person, with best
wishes for his long and happy reign.”

Hon. Mr. Farris then spoke of the
large and satisfactory ' increase in
dairy products for the last year. In
cheese the increase was 22,500 pounds,
making e total output of 1,882,432
pounds. ‘The total value of . cheese
manufactured was $189,706.44.

eharts, on ' swine breeding, feeding
and marketing, giving particulars as
%o the requirements of the bacon trade
as understood by Canadian packers,
and gave the following, figures as to
t#he pregress made within the last ten
years in the manufacture, export and
nome comsumption of bacon:

The manufacture of ‘bacon in. 1890
amounted to 12,000,000 pounds.  Of this
amount 10,000,000 pounds were export-
ed and 2,000,000 -were consumed at
home.. Export of bacon im 1900, 185,+
900,000 pounds, consumed at home,
1900, 55,800,000 pounds. Total product,
240,000,600 pounds in 1900.

F. W. Hodson expressed his pleasure |

in listening to the remarks of those
who had preceded him on'the subject,
and3 endorsed the views expressed.
With reference to breeds, he had mno
desire to express an opinion for any
breed. With a good foundation, the
success of the farmer depended on
good care and feed. A dry ture as
a rule was best to insure a healthy
flock and best results. In ‘Ontario they
had fed quantities of pea straw with
zood results.

Prof. Robertson of the Napan Ex-
perimental Farm said that in his re-
marks on the sheep question he would
refer to the value of sheep as an im-
portant factor £or increasing the fer-
tility of the farm. He was using the
flock of 22 ewes on thé Experimeirtal
Farmm for that punpose. He had
placed the flock on 10 acres of the
poor land to pasture, had exchanged
the cut of wool for extra feed to help
them live on the pasture plot. Thhe
sheep were mot much to look at, but
he had succeeded in enriching the 10
acres at a. much less expense than to
purchase fertilizer to accomplish the
same results. He did not think that
Timothy hay was a good feed for sheep;
they require a more nutritious food.
The extra food purchased consisted of
oats, wheat, bran and pea meal.
Want of sufficient time prevented a

‘further discussion on the subject.

DISCUSSION ON HORSE BREED-
’ ING

was opened by F. E. Came of Mont-
real, who read a very interesting pa-
per on the subject, in which the mis-
takes in horse breeding were vividly
portrayed. Discussion was postponed
until the afternoon session.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

‘The subject of horse breeding was
resumed. H. B. Hall of Gagetown
read an interesting paper on the sub-
ject, following a valuable paper from
Dr. Frink of St. John, and another by
E. M. Shaw of Carleton county.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, minister of
agriculture, addressed the association
at some length on the principles of
harse breeding, and dncidentally re-
marked that the establishment of a
horse breeding association for New
Brunawick would likely be fruitful in
good results. 2

Several meémbers expressed a desire
to have the matter of horse breeding
and raising referred to a special com-;
mittee, whereupon the following gen-'
tlemen were appointed: F. E. Came,
Montreal; Col. Montgomery Campbell,

‘Kings Co: H. B. Hall, Queens Co; B.

H. Turnbull, St. John Co.; S. L. Pet-
ers, Queens Co.

Mr. Robertson, superintendent’ of
the experimental farm at Napan,
gave a very interesting. agddress 'on
the work done at the farm during ‘the
past yedr, making pagticular: refer-
ence to the fatteming of a number of
stéers for the market, claiming that
his system had proved very success-
ful. Speaking of the capabilities of
New Brunswick, he was quite sure
that they were equal to that of On-
tario, and that as large crops per
acre could be produced and are be-
ing produced here as jn Ontario. He
regretted that New Brunswick people
persisted in the statement thait they
could not compete with Ontario. He
suggested that New Brunswick form-
ers adopt the best methods possible
and he -did not fear the result.

Question—Do you 8TowW all the feed
you use on the farm 2 . Ans. No; but
1 do not think it very objectionable to
purchase the raw matenial for the
farm, if necessary, and sell the fin-
ished article from the farm. At least
w retained the increased fertility
produced by the consumption of the
food upon the farm.

The Caajadian Gazetts tomorrow,

will comntain the text of the official
proclamation announcing the acces-
sion of King Bdward VIL This pro-
clamation wais received by his excel-
lemcy from the colonial office today.
It corrects certain clerical errors
which appear in the proclamation is-
sued here on Wednesday, and gives
the King his full title, including that
of Emperor, of India, an omission to
which attention has previously been
called.

The dificulty which has arisen with
regard to the payment of C Battery
on account of fits services in South
Africa, ralses a most interesting
point.

The battery, it will be remembered,
entered Rhodesia. by way of Portu-
gal's territory and took part in the
memorable relief of Mafeking. ‘While
in Rhodesia the government of that
colony showed, its appreciation of the
services of the Canadians by paying
then at the rate of $1.25 per day, the
best pay received by any corps in
South Africa. The claim of the men
of C Battery against the government
is based upon the statute passed last
session. The pay of the amntillery-
men in Canada is 756 cents per day,
while dn the - imperial forces it is
but 26 cents per day. The dominion
government undertook -by. chapter six
of the statutes of 1900 to make up the
difference between the imperial rate
of pay and the Canadians, so as to
give artillerymen remuneration at the
pate of 75 cents per diem.

It :is this difference of 49 cents per
day that the men of C Bafttery are
now claiming. The government says
there is no difference to make up in
view of the fact that the men re-
ceived a-special pay from the Rhode-
sian ~government, and it is not ad-
mitted by the militia department that
they are entitled to more.

The high commissioner has cabled
to the militia department that three
officers recently appointed to British
regiments on nomination of the gov-
ernor general are to report at the
war office immediately. These officers
are Lieut. W. R. H, Danm, to Man-
chester R ;~JLieut, J. H.
Dyer, East Lancashire Regiment, and
R. Wood to the Royal Warwickshire

Regiment,

The department of agriculture has
received a letter from the Glasgow
Tramway Co:., which states that dur-
ing the past year the company used
6,450 long tons of Canadian product,
oats, hay and peas. Superintendent
Wallace in his letter 'to the depart-
ment eays : “I would volunteer to
suggest that Cenadian oats would
take the merket here much better if
they were clipped. Since America
gtarted ‘the olipping ocats they have
taken the market fairly well. Pre-
vious to that they were nardly sale-
able . here. If Canadian oats were
ipped, I am of opinionn that con-
sumption here would be very much
increased. . It would be a very con-
siderable attraction, especially to
smail consumers, if oais were cleaner.
I mean less dirt amongst them.”

His Excellency received about thirty
messages of condolence from differ-
ent parts of the dominion today, but
there were none of special importance.

The work of administering the oath
of allegiance to the clvil services is
proceeding apace, every officer hav-
ing been notified that he must pre-
sent himself at the privy council of-
fice within the next few deys.

The coffin was taken
te the house and by means of ropes
taken in through the wiadow; then
the wife, unaided, had %o get &he
oarpee into it and screw dowm the
lid of ker own husband's coffin, then
the ropes were passed out the window
end the coffin withdrawn and taken
to the churchyard and buried. A sad-
der case than this canmot be resnem-
bered by ithe oldest residents of the
place. ‘

If the people couwld mot afford it,
mvpermmshmndbepwvtdedby the
»oard of health, or some one with
euthority. A trained nurse should be
put in charge of all such cases and
proper arrangements made bto look
after the dead. : In this case kind
neighbors did all that could be done
tn the way of looking after the stock,
cutting wood and providing for the
gick family. Someone should be able
