38. Hitherto the Liberals had avoided
any discussion of the separate school
igsue. Sir Wilfrid Laurier mentioned
it but said he would not discuss il
The French Conservatives then took
up the subject and discussed it, the
real debate ensuing.

Mr. Lamarche complained of the
omission of a separate school clause,
though he moved no amendment and
Mr. Monk and Mr. Pelletier in two
*splendid and courageous speeches, de-
fended the policy of the government.
