tion by the United States is scarcely 
more than a remote possibility, but 
should there be intervention it would 
be fraught With the gravest conse­
quences, were the opinions expressed 
by Francis La Barra, former provis­
ional president of Mexico, and former 
Mexican ambassador at Washington, 
upon his arrival here from Mexico to­
day. Senor de La Barra will sail for 
Paris in a few days to assume his 
duties as Mexican ambassador to 
France.

MI am firmly of the belief,” said 
Senor De La Barra, "that the intelli­
gence of the American and Mexican 
peoples, and the spirit of justice and 
fair play in both countries will prevail 
in the present situation, and that the 
possibility of anything akin to inter­
national complications is most remote. 
Intervention, it seems to me, is hardly 
to be thought of. High officials in 
my country do not seriously consider 
the possibility, let alone the probabil­
ity, of such action on the part of the 
United States. I will say, however, 
that should there be any chance of

Per­
sonally I have every reason to feel 
that existing difficulties will be set­
tled before very long."

Senor De La Barra said he could 
not discuss the mission of Ex-Govern- 
or John Lind, as President Wilson’s 
special representative to Mexico Since 
he had not read the newspapers the 
last few days, and so was not ac­
quainted with the facts.

Senor De La Barra was accompa­
nied to New York by a party of prom­
inent Mexicans, including Carlos Lev­
iers, Mexican minister to Belgium, 
Senor Cannle, secretary to Provision­
al President Huerta; Luca De Palaclo, 
second secretary of the Mexican lega­
tion at Paris, and Carlos Pitta, at­
tache of the Mexican legation at Brus­
sels. All with the exception of Senor 
Cannle will sail for .Europe within a 
few days to assume official duties. 
Senor Cannle, it is said, expects to 
return to Mexico City when the oth­
ers sail for Europe. Senor De La 
Barra does not plan to visit Wash­
ington.

Ottawa, Aug. 8.—Highly satisfactory 
conditions in the Dominion finances 
are indicated by the financial state­
ment for July and for the four months 
of the fiscal year ended with that 
month. It was Issued this evening. 
The revenue for July totalled $15,- 
811,914 as against $14,619,207 in July, 
1912. In the four months the aggre­
gate was $57,080,604, an increase of 
five millions over the 
period last year.

Expenditure on consolidated ac­
count totalled $17,622,464 in July and 
$28,400,376 in the four months period 
as compared respectively with $16,- 
916,140 and $28,398,071 in the corres­
ponding months of 1912.

Capital account expenditures show 
a material increase. The total to 
July 31st was $13,014.270 as compar­
ed with only $3,897,356 in the 
period of 1912.

The increase was attributable to 
$6,516,705 paid in railway subsidies 
mainly to the Canadian Northern and 
to a three million increase on public 
works expenditures including rail­
ways. For the same reason the net 
debt during July was increased pro­
portionately.

Washington, Aug. 8.—A loss of three 
hundred million bushels of corn, the 
nation's greatest farm crop, has re­
sulted from the great damage wrought 
by drought and other conditions 
since July 1, the government agricul­
tural experts estimated today in their 
August crop report. A total production 
of 2,672,000,000 bushels of com was, 
predicted. This Is 452,000,000 bushels 
less than last year's crop.

The general condition of com was 
placed at 75.8 per cent, of a normal 
compared with 86.9 per cent, on July 
1. Kansas was hit hardest. The con­
ditions there have been reduced from 
81 per cent, in July to 30 per cent, on 
August 1. Oklahoma came next with 
a condition of 44, against 87 In July, 
and Nebraska reported 68 against 91 
on July 1. These three states have 
almftst 19 ter cent, of the total area 
planted to com this year.
