UIRL TALKS GEAMAN -

DEATH SENTENCE FAILED
TO WORRY THIS “TOMMY"

S

Told He Would Be Shot at Snlrbe,tle is Wound-
ed, Becomes Hero at Home and Returns to

the Front to Astonish

His Orficers.

London, July 10.—An extraordinary
story of a British soldier who was sen-
tenced tp death for sleeping at his post
after belng four days and nights under
fire, and how the man “slipped away”
in the night and got wounded in fight-
ing the Germans, of his stay in the hos-
pital, his return to the front and the
incidents that followed {is told by a
correspondent at the British Headquar-
ters in France.

The narrative is told in connection
with the short Act of Parliament
which was passed recently dealing
with military offences committed at
the front and to legalize the suspen
sion of sentences and to put in the of-
tender's hands a chance of obtaining
its entire remission.

Though the act has not been long
in operation its leniency already has
been justified in quite a number of!
instances. In one case it was only
two days after receiving a sentence of |
fifteen years imprisonment that the
culprit not only obtained its remission
