Ooney Island Athletic Club tonight he
defeated Robert Fitssimmons, world’s

champion in two classee—middleweight

and heavyweight—in 11 rounds of whirl-
wind fighting. He came to the r'ng a

zank ontsider and left it the ac-

knowledged master of the man he de-
feated. He was never at any time in

serious danger, and after the size-up in

the earlier rounds of the con-
test took the lead and was never headed.

He had the Australian whipped from
the ninth rcund, and would bhave
ended it in the tenth but for the lack of
time. It was acknowledged that Jefiries
would have an immense advantacein
weight, height end age, but the thou-
sands who tipped and backed his oppon-
ent to win wers sure shat he he was
slow and that he would in that respect
be absclately at the mercy of the past
master at the scienze of figh ing that
he wss to mee. He proved on the
contrery that he was just as fast as the
the man he met snd he beat him down
to unconscious defeat in a fair fight. He
is & varitable giant in statue and mar-

veloasly epeedy for his immense sise.

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STILL AT IT

AWERICAN TROOPS PURSUING

NAKED NATIVES WITH
LITTLE SUCCESS.

Plenty of Nativas Being Killed with
Apparently Ho Resul?, as There
Are Still Many 'Left—Like Trying

to Sweep Back the Tide with &
Broom.

Maxsa, June 10, 4.80 p, m.—At dsy-
break today & force of 4500 men under
Generals Lawton, Wheaton and Over-
shine advanced from San Pedro Macati,
sweeping the country between the Bay
of Manila and Bay Lake, south of Man-
ils. By noon the country had been
cleared almost to Paranaque. The Amer-
icans lost two cfficers killed snd 21
sl jiers wounded. The rebels resisted
desperately at- the stronger of their
positicna, axd leit 50 dead in the
trencher. Many more wounded were
left behind by the rebelsin their retrest.
The hest curing the day was over-
powering, and there were many prosira-
tions of American soldiers from that
caner,

Maxiza, Jaune 10, 6 p. m.—Gen. Law-
ton’s force conelsted of two battalions
each from the 212¢ and 9'h infantry, six
con psujes of the Cclirado volunteers
and & deiachment of arti'lary. The
Nevsda cavalry wasunder Gen.Wheaton
and the 13'h snd 14-h infantry, the 4'h
cavalry and a datachment of light arsil-
lery were under Ger. Overshine. It was
scarcely dawn woen the troopa in a
lone, silent procession wound up the
hilliide behind the American frenches
and formed a skirmish line. Concealed
in the jungle the advance rebel outposta
fired & few shotsa befors baing
seer. The opposing forces occupied
two ranges of cresent shaped hille. At
daybresk the artillery, the Colorados
and the Nevada cavalry swung around
the hill-top to the left end opened the
bsettle at 6.30. The rebels made no re-
gponse from the hills and tbe Colorado
men csutiously advanced through the
thick grags until they were confronted
by a trench, from which a few weak vol-
leps were fired. A epirited responss fol-
lowed and & charge imto the tremch
found it to be deserted. In the mean-
time part of the 13th and 14th
regiments formed into skirmish liue
extending & mile to the right
and supported by the rest of the
iments, swept down the valley and up
the hiliside toward another trench. Ap-
proaching through the morass seriously
hampered the 14th, and the rebels tak-
ing advantsge of this, poured s galling
fire upon them for thirty minutes. The
14th was twice compelled: to withdraw
for the purpose of finding a safe crissing
in the swamp. Finally the ftremch en-
filaded on both flanks. The rebels
fled to the woods and sustaived
sevare loss. General Lawton pushed his
entire command south, through the
centre of the isthmus, until a few milas
south of Pararaque, when he swung
around and hel ed on sccount of the
heat. During the march the Americans
were prostrated on all sides on account of
the lack of water and exposure fo the
sup. It is estimated thas 40 per cexnt.
of the troope were exhausted.

The double turretted monitor Mopad-
nock and three other vesgela ehellad
Paransque this morning and the rebels
prompily evacuated the place.
