Valleyfield, Que., Oct. 26—The situation
here is. most serious and bioodshed has
already resulted as a consequence of the

coming of the Royal Scotts from Mont-
real to protect the property of the large
cotton mills and maintain. peace.

Last night a mob of the strikers who
had been furnished freely with whiskey,
encountered the militia near the mills.
Lieut.-Col. Ibbotson, commanding the
nifitia, ordered the mob to disperse, but
the only answer was a volley of stones,

as a result of which nine men of the

Royal Scotts were wounded, some serious-
ly. The colonel endeavored to find a mag-
istrate to read the miot act, but the
mayor had been locked up .in his store
by the strikers. Seeing that he could have
no other recourse, Col. Ibbotson warned
the crowd that the consequences would
be serious for themselves unless they dis-
persed.  Tie ordered his men to -fire a
volley in the air for the purpose of fright-
ening the crowd. This did not have the
desired effect and the men were then
ordered to make a bayonet charge upon
the crowd. The order was at once obey-
ed, with {he result that four or five of the
crowd received wounds and the mob dis
persed.

Monttreal, Odt. 26—Four privates of the
Royal Scots who were ‘injured by the
strikers at Valleyfield last night, arrived
in the eity this morning and were draven
to the General Hospital where their
wounds were further attended to. Then
the men. were sent to their homes. A
third contingent of troops left for Valley-
field at 1 o’clock this afternoon. It con-
sisled of about 50 men of the Duke of
York Hussars, the cavalty being réquired
to override the mob. L'he 68th Battalion
and Victoria Ritles have been ordered
to parade in drill order tonight in case ot
emergency. i

Vauleytield, Que., Oct. 26—There are
now 2,500 men out on the strike in Val-
leyfield. ' This morning about 600 operat-
wves of the mills of the Montreal Cotton
Company, quit work, and in the afternoon
all the other operatives went out, thus
making a common cause with the strik-
ens in’ the construction ‘work of the new
mill. This action of the operatives great-
ly complicates the aiready difficult situ-
ation and fears aré entertained that seri-
ous trouble may take place this even-
ing. The mills are ‘entirely closed down
for want of hands to operate them. The
city is comparatively quiet at the present,
but the men are in an ugly mood. The
place is under martial law and the sol-
diers confine ther attention solely to
guarding propenty of the Montreal Cotton
Company. Arreslts so far number four.
At noon today, Napoleon Trudeau created
a difurbance on the ridge near the miils
and was otrdered by Sergeant Moore, ‘who
was in charge of a squad of Victoria
Rufles, to move on. The man refused and
attempted to assault Sergeant Moore. In
a scuffle he was wounded in the side with
a bayonet. The local fabor union, through
Treasurer Dechene, denies it has had a
hand in the strike. “Some people,” De-
chene says, “have an interest in foment-
ing trouble and have supplied the strikenrs
with whiskey, and now they are trying
to drag our union in. We have nothing
to do with' it,” however,” and," instead of
encouraging the strike, we have tried to
issuade .the men from it.” A big joint
Liberal-Conservative ‘meeting is being held
here tonight and it is thought by some
this' may. lessen the strike excitement,
while - others think it may have a cons
trary effect. :

! Valleyfield, Que., Oct. 26—(Special)—A
statement was issued by the Montreal
Cotton Company this afternoon regarding
the strike af the -men employed on ex-
cavations and foundations for the new mill
Sume of the men, according to the state-
{'nent, struck. .work Monday last, demand-
Ing an increase of 25 per cent. in pay,
which the company refused to grant. O
Wednesday, two men, representing the
strikers, waited on the company’s officials
and announced that unless the demand
for increased pay was granted they would
tlose the whole work down.

- The company again declined to grart
the increase. Thereupon the strikers, arm
ed with sticks and stones, beset prop-
erty of- the company and prevented coa!
necessary for operation of the mills from
being brought in. The company communi
cated with the mayor and town council
and promises were made that protection
would be accorded its property and the
¢mployes. The promises were not carried
out, however, the town not having at its
command suflicient force to maintain
peace and order. The company then re-
quested ' the. mayer and town council to
call out the militia which was done. With
regard to the action of the inside help in
ioil..ng the striking laborers, the company
says no demands for any change in con-
ditions of tueir employment have been
made by these men.

Valleyfield, Oct. 26—.Special)-Up to
midnight there has been Do sign of hos
tilities and it looks if none would occur
now. This afternoon - th> town council
wrote Col. Ibhotson, the officer command
ing the troops, stating that as order now
now had been restored the troops were
more of a menace than a safeguard and
should be withdrawn. Col. Ibbotson re-
fused to comply with the request.. Lieut.
Col. Roy, D. O. C., upon his arrival at
Valleyfield was appealed to to withdraw

 the troops, but he also refused, advancing

as his reasons that there had been blood-
shed and that life and property were still
menaced by the mob over which the local
authorities seemed to have no control.
The strikers and their sympathizers re-
gent decidedly the presence of the troops
which they claim to be unnecessary. Vague
threats of blowing up bridges and mill
property with dynamite are being made,
but little importance has bicen attached to
these. . .

Montreal, Oct  26—(Special)—Mayor
Langevin »* Valleyfield, arrived here this
morning and called on Charles Blackader
of Stevenson, Blackader & Co., selling
agents for the Valleyfield Cotton Com-
pany. Two hours later in ¢ompany with J.
N. Greenshields, counsel for the cotton
company, and on the same special train
which carried the troops of cavalry to the
scene of the trouble, Mayor Langevin re-
turned to Valleyfield. “If I am asked to
read the riot act, I shall do so,” declared
Mr. Langevin to a reporfer, “Even it I
leave my dead body there as the result.”
With regard to the report that e had re-
fused to read the riot. act yesterday when
the mob assailed the militia, Mayor Lan-
gevin -declared the report was not true.
He was not asked, he said, by any officer
or any other official to read the act. Lieut.
