Since the 1st of March this year the money 
paid there, per week, for salmon has averag­
ed from £700 to £1,000.— Reader.6

She was manned mostly by Nova Scotia 
men After sending the crews end passen- 
gers of the vessels destroyed by her into a 
French ship, by a small craft, she steered in 
an easterly direction.

Louisville, Aug. 17.—The rebel Lieut. 
Wheeler, 1700 cavalry men demanded the 
surrender of Dalton, Ga., on the 16th inst., 
of Col, Bold, of the 2nd Ms., commanding 
at that post. The force of Col. Bold num- 
bers 100 men. A slight skrimish was going 
on when the last train left. General Stead- 
man being telegraphically advised of the 
movements of the rebels, started with a 
large force from Chattanooga in pursuit of 
them. The latest heard from Dalton was 
just at nightfall on the 14th, when cannon- 
ading was going on.

Chicago, Aug. 17th.—The Dakotah

i prevalent at Fort Randall that Indian 
runners have arrived among the Yankees 
with the intelligence that General Sully had 
had a battle with the Indians in Tenrif 
River, and had been disastrously defeated. 
The rumor needs confirmation.

Lot ISVILLE, Aug. 16.—30 guerillas at- 
tacked Alina, Livingston Co., gar- 
risoned by 30 men of the 4th Kentucky, and 
after a sharp light were repulsed with a loss 
of 8 killed, 15 badly wounded, several cap- 
loud.

the Federal Government.) It is nutisfactory 
to find from these that Mr. MeHugh has at 
last been set at liberty ; but the manner of 
his release has been only consistent with the 
unjust end discreditable character of the 
whole affair. Although Mr. MeHugh had 
been in prison since the 18th December last, 
and although the trivial charges trumped up 
against him were proved on inquiry by a 
military commission, appointed by the Gov- 
ernment, to be utterly unfounded, he was 
detained in Fort Lafayette till the 4th of 
July, and when be was released at last not 
the slightest reason or apology for his long 
imprisonment was tendered, But the pro- 
ceedings of the Federal Government imme- 
diately before his release were more remark- 
able still. The liberation of Mr. McHugh 
was first ordered on condition that he took 
the oath of allegiance to the United States, 
and gave his parole that be would instantly 
quit the country and not return during the 
war Mr. McHugh refusing to comply with 
these conditions, that relating to the oath 
was withdrawn. But Mr. McHugh refused 
also to give his parole, and then it was or­
dered that be should be released without any 
conditions whatever! It is hardly possible 
to conceive how any Government with the 
slightest sense of dignity could bring them- 
selves to sanction such a proceeding as this.

Public Servants and their 
Creditors

Frequent attempts have been made to pro­
vide some legal means to force persons in 
the employ of" the Government to pay their 
just debts; but hitherto all such attempts 
have been in vain. It is true that there has 
been some imperfect and abortive legislation 
having this object in view, but the law has 
either been evaded by parties having an in­
terest in opposing its provisions, or from 
other causes it has been found to be inoper­
ative. Even here, in Montreal, where the 
Government officials are not an extensive 
class, the evil is bitterly complained of. 
What must it then be at the seat of Govern­
ment—where they abound in hundreds? 
One of those worthies orders goods from a 
tradesman knowing or learning that his cus­
tomer is drawing a large or small salary, as 
the case may be, from the Governments, al­
lows the purchaser to carry away his property 
and when he sends in his bill he is first put 
off with promises, and finally discovers that 
he is victimized—his only comfort being, if 
be shoul I consider it such, that many of his 
neighbors have been “done" by a similar pro- 
cess.
