Bugène Panme, that ail difficulties and excuses whatsoever laving
aside, yon be and appear for the purpose aforesaid in the Sonate of Our said Dominion
at aIl times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament may be in Our said Dominion
oonvoked and holden; and this you are in no wise to omit.

I TESTIxoNT WHrasor, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Gçeat Seal of Canada to be.hereunto afflxed: WITNass, Our
Right Trugr and Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right
Honorable Sir FasuDcR TeMpLE, Earl of Dqférin, Vicount and Baron
Clandboye, of CZ deboye, in the County Down, in the Peerage of the
United Kingdom, Baron Duferin and OLandeboye, of Ballyleidy and
Killeleagh, in the County Down, in the Peerage of Ireland, and a
Baronet, Knight of Oui Mont Illustrions Order of Saint Patrick, and,
Knig t Commander of Our Most Honorable Order of the Bath,
Governor-General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the same. At Our
Government House, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our Dominion of
Canada, this Twenty-Seventh day of March, in the Yoar of Our Lord
One Thousand Eight Hundred and Sev-nty-four, and in the Thirty-
seventh Year of Our Reign.
