According to a recent census, the propor-
tions of the population who can neither read
nor write are: Protestant Ulster, thirty-three
per cent ; Papal Connaught, sixty-four per
cent. Agasin, Protestant Ulster contains
one-third of the population in Ireland ; but
it requires only one-seventh of the police
force, and farnishes only one-sixth of the
convicted criminals. In the years 1849
and 1850 twenty-three executions for capi-
tal erine took place in Ireland ; but of the

only two occurred in Ulster. ,

Take Protestant and Papal Germany,
and let Prussia stand for the one and Aus-
tria for the other—a perfectly-fair compari-
son. In Prossia the number of students is
one out of every six of the inhabitants; in
Austria it is ooly one out of ten. In Aus-
tria there is committed, in proportion to
the population, four times the amount of
crime against persons as in Prussia. Que-
telet, in bis “ Researches on the Propensity
to Crime,” makes this out as follows: In
Austria crime against persons is committed
by one out of every ten thousand inbabitants,
while in Prussia it is only one of forty thou-
sand. Of crimes agiinst property, there are
twice as many, in proportion to the popula-
tion, as in Prussia.
