The Berlin statement says the
British attacks weremet with a heavy
fire, and that the’ advancing troops
suffered severe losses. Berlin con-
cedes no retirement. Great numbers
of British took part in the attack,
saps hte German headguartes, and
the casualties were commensurate to
the forces engaged. Hspecially heavy
fighting, the statement says, took
place west of Pozieres, in the Four-
eaux Woods and around Longeval.
Gen. Haig’s night despatch, issued
hours after the Berlin statement, re-
ports however, that further progress
was made during the day in the Po-
zieres region.

On the front held by the French
on both banks of the Somme a heavy
artillery fire was directed against the
Germans throughout the night and
during today. A night attack by the
Kaiser’s troops south of Soyecourt
is reported by the French War Office
to have been repulsed.

The gains which marked the open-
ing of the fourth week of the battle
have created the best impression .in
London. Confidence is now feit that
