The Local Legislature will
likely close its session this
week. The elections are prob-
able in June and we will see
what we will see—a new Exe-
cytive at the helm in Provin-
cial affairs. So strong is the tide
of public feeling against the
corroded and barnacled Govern-
ment that Liberals are not like-
ly to carry more than a baker's
dozen of the seats in the Prov-
Ince "\

It is t0 be regretted that Mr.
K. A. Parker of Berwick found
it impossible to answer to the
call of the Conservative party
dnd remain in the field as a can-
didate. But Kings County peo-
ple recognize that the farming
interests are the most import-
ant in this County and have
passed over several other good
and very strong candidates to
get a farmer representative. Mr.
J. Everett Kinsman is one who
has made a great success in his
agricultural and fruit growing
work and will be a worthy rep-
resentative of the industrial
life of Kings Co.

The Local Government fol-
lowers in this County have not
yet decided upon their candid
ates. A convention was to have
been held a fortnight ago and
the printed notices of Ward
meetings for selection ' of dele-
gates had been distributed. But
there is a warm time on among
the leaders in the party. Several
offices in the County are vacant
such as Registrar or Judge of
Probate, Official Assignee, ap-
pointment fo the Legislative
Couneil in place of Hon. A. P.
Welton, deceased, and a per-
manent appointment to the
Registry of Deeds office.

The last two offices are - the
most serious problems the Lib-
erals have to face now. The par-
ty has made up its mind that Dr.
Covert, M. P. P, cannot again be
elected and if he is to relinquish
the position, he demands the
seat in the Council so that he
can move to Halifax and prac-
tice his profession there. Then
