Yet Held in the Dominion»

Visited by 160,000 Person 
Uesalta.

-The Financial

* The Toronto Industrial Exhibition of 1883 
Was brought to a brilliant and satisfactoiy 
close on Friday. There were over eleven 
thousand paid admissions, which was a better 
showing for the liât day than was anticipated. 
The total receipts from admissions amount to 
$32,930.21, an increase of $4,636.31 over the 
receipts of last year. Of the total amount, 
$687.50 was received on the ,15th inst. from 
11,758 school children at five cents a head. 
The-numher of persons who therefore visited 
the Fair and paid for admission was 140,750, 
and if the complimentary tickets are taken 
into account, the gross attendance will be 
considerably over 150,000.

At two o’clock in the afternoon the usnal 
parade of all the prize animals in the horse 
ring took place. To all who had the least 
fancy for live stock this was the great attrac­
tion of the day. Upwards of 120 horses, the 
prize winners in the finest horse exhibit ever 
shown in Canada, were led out with their 
prize tickets attached. After them followed 
the prize cattle in the varions classes, the 
representatives of each breed by themselves, 
the whole forming one of the most attractive 
eights of the exhibition.

HORSES.

Lot L—Baron Rothschild, owned by Mr. John 
T. Hicks, of Mitchell. Ont. He is a beautiful 
bay, aged, by Red Eye, riàm .Magenta, by im­
ported Yorkshire. Taking the standard at about
15.3, he bas a good cut of a thoroughbred, a 
little heavy in the head.but with a beautiful neck 
and crest ; good shouldered, closely coupled, 
and heavily quartered* Ho was imported some 
years ago by Mr. Bailey, of London, and made 
quite a good record as a race-horse in the west­
ern country. This might be looked for. as he is 
a half-brother of the celebrated cr^ck. Duke of 
Magenta. The Baron shows remarkable trotting 
action for a thoroughbred. Mr. Hicks shows a 
span of colts by him, standing 16.1, fine lookers.

Lot 2.—Young Lexington, bay, with star on 
forehead, and two white heels; five years, by 
Copec, dam Fanny Fern, by Bradley ; stands
15.3. good substance, a well stationed horse. He 
was bred in the neighbourhood of Owen Sound, 
and is now owned by Mr. J. M. Lott, Edgar, 
county Simcoe.

The well-known War Cry was ticketed as No. 
4. He is a big chestnut, foaled in 1870, by War 
Dance, dam Eliza Davis, by imported Knight of 
St. George. He was imported from Kentucky in 
1873 by the Toronto Stable, and commenced his 
turf career in Ontario by winning the Canadian 
Derby in Barrie in that year, beating, among 
others. Major Macon, a colt specially bought for 
the race. During his years War Cry was un­
doubtedly at the head of the Canadian turf. 
Ticking the cross-bar at better than 16, with deep 
lung and heart room, he is a big horse. Messrs. 
Potter & Williams, Napanee, are nis owners.

The Magyar is a slashing big one, reaching 
16.L He is a bright bay, with good mane ana 
tail, bred by Mr. Keene Hicharas, Kentucky, 
and imported by Mr. Cochrane, the heavy stock 
man, of Compton, P.Q. Being by Melbourne, 
out of Estelle, by Slar Davis, there is not much 
chance for plebeian blood in his veins. In 1878 he 
was purchased by Mr* J. Clark, of Ottawa, his 
present owner.

A show of thoroughbred horses without repre­
sentatives from the Milton farm would be an 
anomaly.

Messrs. Hendrie Sc Douglass. Hamilton, are 
about the largest exhibitors In the imported 
heavy class, and show some of the finest speci­
mens in the fair. Among them are a beautiful 
two-year-old colt, three-year-old filly, two two- 
year-old fillies, and two brood mares with foals, 
one of which family has been sold to a gentle­
man in Kansas for 91.600. The suckers are 
shown individually in another class. Besides 
these they have a span of five-year-old mares, a 
credit to their selectors. The utmost courtesy 
and attention is shown by their caretaker, Mr. 
Archie White, who aoneared to be not only in 
constant attendance but ubiquitous. From him 
it was learned the enquiries for stock of this 
class was large, and that probably a large por­
tion of the exhibit would change hands before 
the week Is' out. This must be satisfactory to 
the gentlemen engaged In the importation, and 
it is only hoped they will keep on in their good 
work.

CATTLE,
HEREFORDS,

Foremost among the breeds of cattle which 
contend with the lordly Shorthorn for the first 
place in public favour is the Hereford. The 
show in this breed is as usual confined almost 
exclusively to one or two principal breeders.
F. W. Stone, of Gnelph, is on hand with a draft 
of 33 head from his old established herd of over 
100 Herefords. There are ten bulls and bull 
calves in the lot, chief among which are the 
aged balls Quebec (6,125) and Duke of Manches­
ter (5,308), the latter a bull of fine proportions. 
In cows there are Lady Alice, Cherry 6th. Sata- 
nella 7th, and Lady Winnifrith, all imported; 
also Beauty 7th, Graceful 15th. and several others. 
There are also a number of heifers and calves 
of Mr. Stone's own breeding. For msny years 
Mr. Stone was the sole breeder and exhibitor of 
Herefords in the province, but recently the en­
terprise of Mr. C. C. Brydges, Shanty Bay, 
brought his name prominently before the public 
in this connection. This year Mr. Brydges shows 
about a dozen animals, at the head of which 
stands bis imported stock bull Sergeant, two 
years old. In cows he shows Miss Annie, a four- 
year old; Imported last year, and a winner at the 
Royal Canadian shows, and two other four-year- 
old cows, also imported.

of points as given by Prof. Brown of the Model 
Ifarin, I felt more than ordinary interest in visit­
ing the.s how-ring. Having a taste for dairy stock 
I was quite naturally attracted to the Ayrshire 
ring (the Jerseys not being out), hoping to see 
and learn something that might be of use to me 
in selecting stock, thereby making my visit not 
oply pleasant but profitable as welL But I was 
doomed to disappointment, and feel free 
to say that if judging by points produce 
the result such as was given yesterday 
in the Ayrshire ring in some sections 
it is a farce and a humbug. But as is any rule 
in arithmetic, the means whereby we arrive at 
the correct sum or result wo wish to find, . so is 
judging by scale of points the only true system 
or determining the merits of one animal over 
another of the same breed and in the same sec­
tion. And as it is necessary to be thoroughly up 
in the rule of arithmetic in which our question 
belongs, even so is it with the judge by points. 
If the above premises be correct, then we must 
be led to the conclusion from the decisions in 
some of the sections that the judges were either 
woefully ignorant or strongly influenced towards 
individuals. The more reasonable and chari­
table construction is that judging by points was 
new to them and they would go by 
the old rule of thumb and divide 
the prizes among the breeders by seniority. 
This was so marked as to call forth the unpre­
cedented offer of $100 should the senior breeder 
agree to hold the animals of a young exhibitor 
m the show ring. The day is past when the 
Toronto Industrial Exhibition can afford to have 
other than expert judges in the different classes 
of stock, that breeders and visitors may learn the 
excellencies and deficiencies in the animals and 
breeds exhibited. No man should be invited to, 
much less should he accept the position of judge 
if he be not thoroughly up in the work required 
of him. Think of a doctor, a lawyer, a school­
master, a professor, a chief justice, a minister. 
&c., &c„ without special training and adaptabil­ity for his calling.

The exhibit of Jerseys attracted more than the 

ordinary share of attention given to the cattle, 
owing partly to the fact that these graceful little 
animals are as yet quite a novelty in Canada, 
and partly to the presence at the exhibition of 
one or two leading Jersey breeders and the keen 
competition In the show ring between the respec­
tive herds. The two principal exhibitors are 
Mrs. E. M. Jones, of Brockville, and Valance y 
K. Fuller, of Hamilton, each with large drafts 
from their now well-known herds. At the head 
of Mrs. Jones' herd stands the bull Rival, Im­
ported from the island of Jersey. Fiera of SL 
Peters, an imported cow, half-sister to Rival, 
with a record of 16 pounds and 5 ounces in seven 
days, possesses all the characteristics of the 
breed m a marked degree. She took first in her 
class. Primrose of St. Lambert, a Stoke Pogis 
cow. took a second prize. She is half-sister to 
the celebrated cow Mary Ann of SL Lambert, 
who produced by an authentic test 200 
pounds of butter in 60 consecutive days. 
Other females shown by Mrs. Jones, and de­
serving of special note, are Mistletoe limp.), 
Canada Caroline, Rival's Favourite, first 
prize taker as a yearling heifer, and Maggie 
Bradley. At showing the wonderful producing 
power of this breed, it may be of interest to state 
that before the last named heifer was 35 months 
old she had given birth to two calves, had made 
ovef 350 pounds of butter, and had taken a num­
ber of first prizes. Wandefair, a bull of the 
Signal strain, and a number of young things of 
promise, are also shown by this enterprising 
lady. Mr. Fuller shows from his Oakland? herd 
the Stoke Pogis bull Baron of SL Lamberts, 
four years old, and winner of the first prize for 
the best bull of any age. This bull is a grandson 
of Victor Hugo, 1066, and is of a strain fast push­
ing to the front as butter producers. And the 
bull of Mr. Fuller’s Thalma, imported, took first 
honours in the three-years-old and upwards 
class. This bull is a solid stiver grey, grand in 
form, feeling, and points, and he is claimed to be 
without exception the best Jersey ever imported 
into Canada. In pedigree he is closely inbred to 
SL Heller 45, and may be said to be almost a pure 
representative of that noted Jersey strain, Cana­
da’s John Bull, a yearling of excellent quality, of 
Mr. Fuller's own breeding, completes his exhibit 
of bulls. This young bull has over ninety-six 
per cenL of the celebrated St. Lambert strain in 
his veins, and is in every way a most promising 
animal. He took first prize in his class. Mr. 
Fuller shows five cows ; Faith, who has given 
four heifer calves (two lots of twins) and four 
tons and a half of milk in fourteen months ;
