Construction wvr Building.

With broad concrete footings and
foundation walls up to the ground
line, the building is of strictly fire-
proof construction. Above ground
the exterior walls are faced with stene
masonry, backed with brickwork and
furred on the inside faces, with kol-
low porus terra cotta blocks for the
purpose of providing spaces 1o
prevent dampness and to make a solid
background for plastering work. The
interior is of steel construction con-
sisting of steel columns supported on
conerete footings and steel floor
beams and roof trusses. All of ‘the
steel work will be fireproof -, using
concrete bricks or terra cotta as best
suited for the work. The WOTK
is a unit in.itself, and is not depend-
ent on interior partitions for support.
The walls of the rotunda and vaults
are built of first class brick masonry.
All other interior walls are built of
hollow porus terra cotta blocks and
g0 designed that at any time any
partition, or set of partitions, on any
floor may be removed without inter-
fering with the construction of the
building, and with « minimum inter-
ference with the business operation
of any department. The floors will
be of reinforced concrete con-
struetion or ])l‘uf“r‘h'{l steel beams
having marble and tile floor finishes.

External Appearances.

The building in 1rs general appear-
ance will give one a feeling that °t
is substantially built of masonry
strueture, free from ostentatious carv-
ings, and yet with its massive
trance columns and pavillions of th
administration and legislative wings
breaking the plain' wall surfaces, and
the low dome which surmounts the:
whole it will make one feel that a
conscientious effort has been made .o
produce a simple pleasing structure,
and yet one that is in keeping with a
large monuumental publie building
of this character.

At first glance one would think
there were but four storeys to the
building, but in reauty there is a sun-
basement, and an at story in addi-
tion to those diswiosed at a glance
at the front or north elevation. The
sub-basement is below ground, as its
name naturally implies, and the attic
story is on the roof above the cornice
behind the “balustrade.
