TG BE DEMOLISHED.

‘PARIS—The Saint Lazare prison’
for women, which’is both famous and
notorious in the annals' of French
history, has -been ordered torn:down
by the municipality of Paris. It was
in this prison, that during the general
war certain well known woimen spies
in the pay of Germany were detained,
often previous to execution. '~Mata-
Hara, the Red Dancer, spent her last
days in the building.
