TORONTO MARKET.
Toronto, May 21.—Borne movement 

was apparent in the Toronto market to­
day both in the tone of the market and 
in the volume of business which, how­
ever, remains very narrow. The re­
covery in Brazilian begun yesterday 
was carried 1-2 a point farther, to 
95 1-4, and the stock was quite active­
ly bought.

Consumers' gas, a purely investment 
issue, was a point or so higher at 180 
bid, with no offerings. As a result 
presumably of forecasts of the Maple 
Leaf statement, bids appeared for the 
common stock for the first time In 
weeks, while buying of 160 shares ad­
vanced the preferred issue to 96 1-2.

On the other hand MacDonald at 59, 
was a new low record. Dominion steel 
has not been affected by the an­
nouncement of a preferred issue In 
London, having discounted the news.

THE LONDON MARKET.
London, May 21.—The Chinese loan 

occupied the attention of traders on 
the stock exchange during the fore­
noon today. The issue was over sub­
scribed and applicants only expect 
small allotments of the bonds.

The stock market was quietly ir­
regularly. Home rails were weakened 
by poor traffic reports and Kaffirs 
were flat owing to Paris selling but 
Mexicon and Chinese bonds improved 
on re-purchases.

American Securities opened steady 
and unchanged. The list advanced 
from 1-4 to 1 1-8 over parity under 
the lead of Canadian Pacific during 
the early trading. Later light Wall 
street reports sustained the market 
and the closing was quiet and steady.

Money was firm but discount rates 
were easier

Attempt to Start Bull Movement 
Is Blocked by Decline in 

Nevv Bond Issue
New York, May 21.—Union Pacific, 

Reading and Steel, the stock market 
leaders, moved within a range of a 
point or less today. The unusually nar­
row fluctuations of these speculative 
favorites gave the measure of the 
market in general, which was a dull 
and spiritless affair. Traders sought 
in the early session to inaugurate a 
bull movement on the strength of the 
flotations of the New York City and 
Chinese bond issues. While the cables 
reported some1 improvement in senti­
ment abroad on account of the heavy 
over-subscription of the Chinese loan 
and London bought stocks in this mar­
ket, there was no corresponding 
change of feeling here. Efforts to put 
up the market were cut short by the 
decline in the New York City bonds 
below the average price of 100.159 ob­
tained by the city, heavy sales being 
made at 100 and a few at 99 7-8. Small 
gains in stocks were lost, and the day 
tame to a close with most of the pro­
minent shares under yesterday’s final 
prices. While the city bond sale dem­
onstrated that capital is available 
when the high rate of interest and the 
credit of the borrowers make the of­
fering unusually attractive, doubt was 
expressed that the result of the offer­
ing would tend to stimulate the invest­
ment market as had been hoped. The 
low average price received by the city 
and subsequent decline of the bonds 
to below the sale price was accepted 
as indicating that the outlook for less 
favored borrowers was still doubtful. 
The need of new financing by rail­
roads and other corporations is heavier 
than for many years past.

An unfavorable feature of the day’s 
trading was renewed liquidation in 
certain quarters of the list. The ePtrol- 
eum «hares were especially heavy. Pres­
sure was again applied to St. Louis 
and San Francisco bonds. The fives 
broke nearly five points to 67 1-4, sell­
ing lower than the fours.

The bond market was under pres­
sure. Total sales par value were $3,- 
315,000, of which $1,500,000 was new 
city bonds.

WHEAT IS LOWER
American Markets Unchanged 

at Opening; Coarse Grains 
Are Stronger

Winnipeg, May 21.-^The wheat mar­
ket opened l-8c loyr'er to l-8c higher, 
on the dieappo-inung lower Liverpool 
cables, but later advanced strongly on 
continued cold weather over the Can­
adian west. European markets, were 
easier, Berlin 1-8 to 3-8; Budapest, 1-4, 
and Antwerp 5-8 to 1 1-4 lower.

American markets were unchanged 
3-8c lower at opening, later stiffening 
considerably on rumors from various 
points that the high condition of winter 
wheat was not being maintained.

Minneapolis opened unchanged and 
closed 7-8c to 1 l-8c higher. At the 
moment the spread between Winnipeg 
and Minneapolis is 7-8c.

Chicago opened unchanged and closed
1 to 1 1-2 higher. Coarse grains were 
all stronger. Offerings were fairly 
heavy, while export enquiry continues 
quiet. Cash prices were 3-4c higher 
for all contract grades, and l-2o to 7-8c 
for lower gradee.

Oats and flax were stronger and en­
quiry more active.

Oats options closed l-2c up £.nd cash 
oats 1-4 to 3-8c higher.

Flax closed unchanged on all options, 
but cash flax was l-4c higher for all 
grades.

Receipts continue heavy, inspections 
on Tuesday numbering 526 cars, ajid in 
sight on Wednesday were 525.

Chicago Wheat.
Chicago. May 21.—More strength de­

veloped in the wheat market today 
than at any previous time for weeks. 
The chief reason was lhe report of 
unfavorable crops from Oklahoma and 
southern and western Kansas. Clos­
ing prices were buoyant. 7-8 and 1c to 
1 -2c over Jast night. Corn made a net 
gain of 1-4 and 3-8 to l-2c; oats in 
the end were up 5-8 and 7-8 to lc, and 
provisions at a decline of 2 l-2c to 
20c.

Bullish news from the southwest 
came first in Kansas City despatches 
aserting that Kansas prospects l’or 
wheat were nothing like so rosy as 
had been painted. The crop in that 
state was said to be deteriorating in 
many sections, and near Anthony, 
Kansas, was declared to be almost a 
total failure. Recent dry weather had 
apparently been more injurious thin 
was expected. Clinch bug complaints, 
too, ha.ve been growing in number.

Rumors of export sales, although 
denied, were influential against the 
bears. The latter in the early part of 
the session had had their own way, 
mainly because of plentiful moisture 
in the spring crop belt. Selling was 
overdone, however, and the conse­
quence was a lively shaking up of the 
short interest, especially in the last 
fifteen minutes. Export clearances of 
wheat and flour today equalled 629,000 
bushels. Primary receipts of wheat 
were 316,000 bushels, a year ago 274,- 
000.

Corn rallied with wheat, and as a re­
sult of curtailment of offerings from 
Iowa and Nebraska. Trade, however, 
was not large.

Oats closed at the highest of the 
i. except for May. The rise was 

largely due to the action of wheat, but 
also because Illinois rains were said 
not to be helping much.

Liquidating sales by longs weakened 
provisions. Steady prices for hogs 
served only as a temporary prop.

Montreal Stocks.
Montreal, May 21.—A five point ad- 

vance in Power relieved the monotony 
of another day in the local market. 
Concurrently Montreal Power devel­
oped some activity and strength, ris­
ing two points. The influence of the 
movements, coming after a long period 
of sagging prices, tended to a some­
what more cheerful feeling, although 
the rest of the market showed no dis­
position to share in the buoyancy of 
the Power stocks.

The rise in Ottawa Power came af­
ter a long spell of dullness in the 
stock and was accompanied by a re­
port that the directors of the company 
had met in the morning and decided 
upon the issue of $800,000 new stock 
at par. The market had no definite in­
formation on the point at the time 
of closing, but the report was con­
firmed later in the day. Buying was 
sufficiently aggressive, however, to 
carry the price to 185, on purchases of 
only one hundred shares. One hundred 
shares changed hands at the 185 level, 
and then the price eased off a point 
on profit taking, closing at 184 with 
a net gain of 4 points. The advance in 
Montreal Power was accompanied by 
no particular news, but, as in the case 
of Ottawa Power, buying orders came

Montreal Market
Montreal, May 21—The slow trade at 

the East Side stockyards this morn­
ing, owing to the light demand from 
all classes of buyers, caused prices 
for butchers’ cattle to ease off from 
20 to 26 cents per hundred.

One reason given by packers and 
buyers for the light trade was that 
packers find that they can purchase 
their supplies at Toronto and ship 
them here at a great saving to them, 
in round lots, even after freight is 
paid. The cattle which are purchased 
for the cheaper prices there are Just 
as good in quality. Over 2000 head 
were purchased In Toronto, accord­
ing to Montreal buyers, last week for 
local trade at a saving of 10 cents per 
hundred.

Prices of sheep and lambs were 
steady.

Although there was no material 
change in the prices of hogs today, 
packers report that lower prices are 
Imminent.

The demand for veal Is good owing 
to the vast spread in prices in dress­
ed veal and beef in the retail market.

Receipts for butchers cattle 400; 
market easy, trade slow. Top butchers 
steers $7.10 to $7.85; good $6.85 to $7; 
fair $6.50 to $6.76 and medium $6.00 
to $6.26. Butchers' bulls $4.00 to $6.50, 
according to quality. Butchers' cows, 
best $5.75 to $6.00; good $5.26 to $5.50; 
fair $4.75 to $6.00; poor to good $4.85 
to $4.60.

Receipts of sheep and Iambs 300; 
market steady. Old sheep 6c to 6 1-2, 
and lambs 4 1-2 to 7c per pound, ac­
cording to quality.

Receipts of hogs 860; market steady. 
Selects $10.50 to $10.75; sows $950 
and stags $6.00 per hundred, all weigh­
ed off cars.

Receipts of calves 1700; market 
steady and demand good; prices $4.00 
to $11.00, according to quality.
