Princess Chimay Protests Publicly

Brussels, Jan. 4.—Writing to a Brus­
sels newspaper, the Princess of Chi- 
may-Caraman, formerly Miss Clara 
Ward, of Detroit and Toronto, pro­
tests against the press campaign of 
publicity and calumny in connection 
with her elopement with the Hunga­
rian gipsy musician, Janes!

The Princess then concludes: “I 
chose the latter, fully recognizing to 
what I exposed myself. The divorce 
law was not made for nothing, and 
my position will eventually be legal­
ized, my marriage with Bigos being 
only a question of time.”

Such is the City Council of London 
for 1S97. It’s the people’s choice, and 
it promises to be a good one.

After all, a large vote was polled. 
It came in slowly in U~ early part 
of the day, but the cleared weather 
and the activity of the candidates and 
their friends combined to draw out 
the electors in the afternoon.

Mayor Little returns for a third 
term by the most sweeping majority 
ever given to a mayor of London. All 
classes, all parties, united in honoring 
the man and in approving his bril­
liant administration. He did no cam­
paigning on his own behalf, but let 
his record speak for itself. In yester­
day’s contest 5,609 votes were cast, 
compared with 5,882 in the Lktle-Jones 
election of 1895. Mayor Little in 1895 
received 2,982 votes; in 1897 he re­
ceived 4,067.

Of the aldermen of 1896 eleven re­
main or. the new council—Messrs. Tay- 
ior, O’Meara, Douglass, Can-others, 
Cooper, Dreaney, Bennet, Nutkins, 
Parnell, MeCallum and Gerry. The 
new faces are Messrs. Johnston, Rum- 
ball, Olmstead, Stevely, W'innett, Hunt 
and Turner. Only two of the old ald­
ermen who offered for re-election were 
defeated—John Pritchard and Wm. 
Heaman.

No. 5 and No. 6 wards are evidently 
satisfied with their stewards, for they 
made n-o alteration whatever. All the 
others have changed tneir represen­
tatives in part.

The Trades and Labor Council put 
up Mr. Frank Plant, their president, 
in No. 5 ward. He was defeated, 
■mainly through sectional influences. 
Three of the aldermanic candidates in 
the ward lived in his neighborhood.

There were some interesting features 
in the results. To Mr. Joseph John­
ston belonged the honor of polling the 
largest vote in London. Messrs. John­
ston and. Rumball, both new men, 
made a remarkable run in the first 
ward. In the third ward Mr. Samuel 
Stevely’s friends were delighted with 
the support accorded him. He was 
only within twelve votes of Aid. Car- 
rothers, who has always headed the 
poll and has been looked upon by his 
backers as beyond the reach of any 
opponent. South London’s invincible 
trio, as usual, distanced all competi­
tors.

Politically, the new council, exclud­
ing the mayor, is composed of eleven 
Lioerals and seven Conservatives. 
There will hardly be another deadlock 
this year. The occupations of the 
aldermen are; Aid. Johnston, baker; 
Aid. Rumball, lum/ber dealer; Aid. 
Taylor, retired butcher; Aid. Douglass, 
real estate agent; Aid. O’Meara, cab 
driver; Aid.

Aid. Stevely, furnace manufacturer 
and stove dealer; Aid. Cooper, auc­
tioneer; Aid.

AT THE ADVERTISER OFFICE.
The Advertiser, as usual, was the 

first to bulletin the returns, which 
were posted from the second story 
windows by the illuminated process. 
Hundreds of electors gathered shortly 
after 5 o’clock, and by 6 o'clock thous­
ands were massed in front of the of­
fice, and policemen had to clear the 
tracks for the street ears.

When the returns were all in, Aid. 
Parnell was recognized at the window 
and greeted with cheers. In response 
to calls for a speech, he said:

“Gentlemen and fellow citizens, I 
can assure you it affords me very- 
great pleasure to congratulate you on 
the way you have given your votes, 
and to thank you for our re-election. 
I am glad that Mayor Little has been 
elected to occupy the position of chief 
magistrate for the year 1897. (Cheers.) 
Under his leadership we will endeavor 
to give you good municipal govern­
ment—a government that will give 
you satisfaction and do credit to the 
city of London. We have endeavored 
to do it in the years past, and npw 
that Mayor Little has been re-ele®ted

and his colleagues have been returned 
with him, the citizens have nothing 
to fear.”

Aid. Parnell then thanked them 
amid hearty cheers on behalf of the 
mayor for the honor they had con­
ferred on him, while he was away on 
their business.

AT THE CITY HALL.
An enthusiastic crowd soon filled the 

City Hall.
Aid. Parnell was received with loud 

cheers as he mounted the rostrum. He 
said: "I have simply to tell you that 
Mayor Little is out of town—away at 
Ottawa on yooir business, in connec­
tion witih the London Street Railway, 
but on his behalf I return you my 
heartfelt thanks for the very large 
majority you have given him today. 
Mayor Little cannot help but be gra­
tified with your hearty indorsation, 
and when he returns to the city he 
will resume his duties with even 
greater energy, and a greater desire 
to further the interests of the city in 
which his own are entirely centered.
I assure you, you will have no reason 
to regret that you have elected Mayor 
Little by such a large majority." Re­
ferring to his own election he said: 
“If there are any electors present 
from the sixth ward, I wish to thank 
them for the large majority they have 
given me—the largest majority ever 
given in the ward. ,1 will help Mayor 
Little with all that lays in my power, 
to make London second to no city in 
Canada.” (Cheers.)

MR. PARSONS.
The crowd called for Parsons, and a 

voice rang out, ’'He’s snowed up,” 
but the defeated candidate loomed up 
smiling, amid laughter and cheers. In 
speaking to the crowd, he said: "Gen­
tlemen, I also have to return thanks 
for tihe great help you have given me 
today, in a contest that has been un­
equal from the start. I came out with 
the desire to give the people a chance 
to say whether or not they were sat­
isfied with the high tax rate, or whe­
ther they wanted a lower one. With 
the present mayor I had no fault to 
find as a citizen, but I was not satis­
fied with his policy. You see how un­
equal the contest has been. On the 
one hand, a man with a large experi­
ence, a man that you all knew, op­
posed by a man who, as the papers 
said, was practically unknown. I had 
no papers to give me a lift. I had no 
friends other than those who ohose to 
help me; but I find that there are a 
very large number who think as I 
have thought—that the taxes are too 
high. I believe that the labor vote 
was given for me today, and to them 
especially I return my thanks.” Mr. 
Parsons repeated his statement that 
his object in being a candidate was 
to see whether the people were satis­
fied with the civic administration. He 
said he hoped that at the next mu­
nicipal election they would place on 
the board of water commissioners a 
practical man. He said that out of the 
nine members of the Free Library 
Board, four are lawyers. Next year 
one of those could easily be supplant­
ed by a man from Leonard’s or Me­
dlar y’s, or some other industrial in­
stitution. Hie had no objection to 
lawyers being there, but thought the 
mechanical interests were not prop­
erly represented. He concluded by 
thanking them for the vote they had 
given a man who was practically un­
known, brought out by no clique, or 
political party, but who simply came 
out in a patriotic way, and he hoped 
that when he ran again he would be 
successful.

ALD COOPER.
Aid. Cooper was loudly cheered. He 

said: “Gentlemen, I want to thank 
you for the handsome majority you 
have given me—74 over all—one of 
the largest ever given in the ward. 
I have been one year in the council, 
and have served you 'faithfully. I went 
there not to please, but to serve the 
people. I went there for the benefit 
of the city of London, and in as far as 
lay In my power I have done so.” Re- 
ferr ng to the remarks of the previous 
speaker, he said: “Mr. Parsons has 
told you that he didn’t have the sup­
port of the newspapers, but, gentle­
men, let me tell you that if you want 
the support of the newspapers, you 
will have to support the newspapers. 
If you don’t patronize them, they 
won’t help you along.” Continuing, he 
said: “I represent the labor class as 
far as any man is able to do it. 
(Cheers.) I will do all I can for the 
workers In the coming year.” (Cheers.)
