All negotiations between 
the two countries with reference to the 
resumption of normal relations have 
failed. Letters and papers from Bul­
garia are very few and far between 
Travelers from Sofia, once numerous 
now are very few. I have just been 
able to gather from a reliable source 
some information which sheds a little 
interesting light on the situation in 
Czar Ferdinand's land.

In Bad State.
“There can be no doubt that things 

are in a pretty bad state, for in all the 
political speeches made by the political 
leaders of late, from Premier Rados- 
lavoft downward, the hope is expressed, 
and the prediction made, that the war

will soon be over. Indeed, that would 
appear to be the chief hope of every­
one throughout the country. Small 
doles of German money just keep things 
Poing, but great disappointment is felt 
that the country's mighty ally, Ger- 
many, should be able to do so Tittle to 
alleviate the distress which with every 
day almost is becoming more bitter.

Deserted by Germany.
"The Government papers endeavor to 

keep up the people's spirits by means 
of statements that it is the intention 
of the army to march on and take 
Saloniki, but the people cannot be 
kept in ignorance of the fact that Bul­
garia Is gradually being deserted by 
Germany and will soon be left to fight 
the deciding part of her war alone and 
in an impoverished condition against 
strong enemies.

"Not long ago Germany had in Bul­
garia and Serbia something like eleven 
divisions.
