THE NEW LEGAL SYSTEM KAUCU.

RATED.

From the London Spectator.
Lod Aberdare opened the Social Science 

Congess on Wednesday at Brighton, with 
• spech on the progress of the country in 
respet to crime, of inordinate length and 
dreainess, but of considerable value. His 
argurent is that crime in proportion to pop. 
ulatio ia decreasing. Lord Anerdare proves 
by nigres that thin is the case in relation to 
indictble crime, which increased up to 1842, 
stayedst a level till 1855, and then slowly 
decline to 1874. During these latter nine 
teen yer, though 4,475,000 were added to 
the population and the increase of wealth 
was umrecedented, still comparing the first 
five yeas of the term with the last five 
years, tie average annual decrease was, in 
committals, 2,298; in convictions, 2,074. 
Moreover, the proportion of convictions to 
apprenezsions andcommittals has steadily in- 
creased. Lord Aberdare, therefore, holds 
that the means ot checking erime adopted 
ave bees efficacious, and deprecatesa return 
to the ancient seventy of punishment. He 
admits, at the same time, that offences pun- 
ishable summarily have increased, and thinks 
that sufficient attention has not yet baen 
directed to this division of the subjeet.
