Sinee 1849,

MoNTREAL, Aug. 13.—For the third time
since Confederation a il meeting of the
Dominion Government was held in Montreal
to-day. In fact, with the exception of Pro-
vincial Government meetings, this is the
third time any cabinet ministry has assem-
bled in this city since the burning of the
old Parliament buildings in 1849. The
ministers were Sir John Abbott, presiding;
Sir John Thompson, Sir A. P. Caron,
Hon. Messrs. Chaplean, Ouimet, Carling,
Dewdney ' and . Costigan, .- the - only
members absent * being Hon. Messrs.
Patterson and Smith. The meeting began
st ten o'clock this morning at Sir John
Abbott’s Sherbrooke street residence. The
reason wh{ it is held in Montreal is that
Sir John Abbott is not in the best physical
condition and does not feel equal to going
to Ottawa. ~Besides, Sir John Thompson,
Hon. Mr. Tu and Hon. Mr. Chaplean
were in the East and Montreal -was more
convenient for them, The meeting lasted
till evening, all the ministers taking lunch-
eon at Sir John Abbott’s house,

WASHINGTON REPUBLICANS.

Some of the Planks in the Platform Adopted
by the Conventlon.

OrympP1A, Aug. 12.—Among the more
prominent special clauses of the Republican
platform, as adopted by the convention,
yesterday, are the following :

of the Democratic House of Representatives
in refusing an appropriation for the opening
of the Columbia river and the Lake Wash-
ington ship canal, and that we are heartily
in favor of the speedy ' opening to settle-
ment of the Puyallup and other Indian
reservations within this state. 4

* We believe in restraining all encroach-
ments of any persons or class of citizens
upon the rights of others, and denounce the
introduction of im mercenaries as
seditions. We assert the ability of the
state to deal with all' local disturbances,
and promise a prompt exercise of the execu-
tive power whenever necessary for the en-
forcement: of the law or the protection of
life and property.

¢ We favor the %u-lge of the bill known

. PIRACY AND MUBDER.

Red Handed Infractions of the Laws of Both
Sax Fraxcisco, Aug. 12.—The brig
Galilee from Tauhiti, this morning brings a
story of piracy and murder. The schooner
Niualoati was sold by King Tomara some
time ugo to a syndicate, which loaded her
with various kinds of merchandise and gave
their captain $5000 in cash with which to
trade among the islands  After trading
around the Kingmill group a brother of
Mate Roderique, who was a trader there,
came on as & passenger. The cook, who
was & Kanaka, was induced by Roderique
and his brother to put poison in the food ef
four of the crew, who were also Kanakas,
and all died. One of the brothers then shot
and killed the su , named Gibson,
and the other shot and killed Captain
Casptellar. The brothers then took posses-
sion of the schooner and went to Ascension
Island. Here the cook demanded money,
and upon being refused told the story to
the authorities. A Spanish man-of-war
thereupon seized the schooner and placed
the Roderique brothers in irons and took
them back to Tahiti.

KIDNAPPED.

Six Non-Union- Sailors of the Sehooner
Robert Louis 'aptured
at Night.

Kept Under Guard at’ Port Townsend
and Shipped to Vietoria,
on Thursday Evening.

Consul Myers was visited yesterday by a
party of six sailors, who told the following
sensational story. It is given in the words
of their spokesman, H. Sansom.

““Myself and five others,” said he,
¢ formed the crew of the schooner Robert
Louls, lying at Port Gamble. We are not
members of the Sailor’s Union, which fact
caused us to be in bad savor with the Union
crews of the bark Bonanza, the schoener
Norma and the barkentine Alitac, three
San Francisco vessels that were lying close
to us in the harbor. On Wednesday these

vessels were visited' by Agent Leighton of
the Sailor’s Union and a man named Martin,
both of whom came over from Seattle in the
steamer Elsie.

“ These two men persnaded the union
sailors, some 30 in number, to take us awa;
from our vessel. We were visited on Wed-
nesday night by a .crowd of union men
under Leighton. They came aboayd and
told us we were ‘‘ scabs” and could not
work on any vessel on the Pacific Coast un-
less we joined the union. We were told to
¢ come along and make no fuss’ or it weuld
go hard with ng. . We were also told that
if we went quietly we would be paid the
amounts due us from the captain, and be
given cards from thé union which would
take us down to San Francisco free of
charge.

$*There being'so many.of them and not
knowing how we might be “treatéd in case
of refusal, we thought best to accompany
them. ~We gly went on board the
Elsie and ‘were taken to: Port Townsend. |
There we were marched under guard to the
headquarters of “the :Sailors’ Union, where
we remained over the remainder of the night.

* In the morning we were taken out to a
restaurant and given some breakfast. By
this time the union men had persuaded us
that the best thing to do was to keep quiet
and do as we were told. They assured us

favor of the union and that an appeal for
help would do no good. ‘We were kept
under watch until the North Pacific came
along and then placed on board. \ Our fares
were paid to Victoria, and we were given
the following letter: N

PoRT TOWNSEND.
Mr, Tom ElUis :

FRIEND ToM,—The bearer of this note, and
his eompanions, are the men about whom I
wired you. They are men worthy of your
very ughttuf concideration, not havi
given'us the least trouble I trust you will,
upon their arrival, make them as comiortable

¢ This letter was addressed to Tom Ellis,
Pacific hotel, Victoria. When we arrived
here on the North Pacific Thursday night,
we found no Tom Ellis, and being out of
funds, would have passed the mnight on the
street but for the kindness of a sailor who
went good for a night’s lodging for us.”

This is the story told Consul Myers yes-
terday. The names of the men ére, H.
Sansom, R. Jones, M. Williamson, Edward
Lerad, John Eikema and F. W. Wedin.
Four of them claim to be recently from
London, while Sansom showed his first
papers declaratory of his intention to become
an American citizen. Wedin has spent
elgven years in the American navy.
The letter which the men carry is evi-
dently a fraud, as nosuch man can be found.
It is written in a clear business back hand
and is evidently the work of a man who has
been ged in some clerical pursuit and
wl;) is, cl‘l:orrover,. w:ll educated.

'he Consul says the men are in a -
ance honest sailors, fairly well dreueg,pe:nrd
have no ngunuce of being on the ‘‘beat.”
They say they are in a penniless condition,
two of them having had breakfast yesterday
and the others going without. They ex-
Elnin the fact of permitting themselves to

handled in such a manner by saying that
they were strangers in this section, and
were told that every one was in favor
of the Union and that any attempt to ask
for assistance would only lose to them the
chance of getting another ship, also the back
wages promised. These were in sums rang-
ing from $2 to $14. When the union men
were asked regarding these amounts their
reply was that it would all be made right
when the party got to Victoria and found
“Mr. Tom Ellis.”

Consul Myers is very indignant over the
matter. He it as' a high-handed
affair all through. The union probably
thought that by sending the men here they

to give them any immediate trouble. The
captain of the Robert Louis, in the mean-
time, will, of course, be compelled to ship a
union crew.

There is no provision in the consular regu-
lations whereby the men  can receive any
help from the local American consulate, but
the authorities on the other side will be
notified at once, and probably some imme-
diate steps will be taken in the matter.
