The suggestion that Lord Kitchener,
with the connivancé of the government,
entered .into a' secret compact. with the
Boers to induce them to surrender, was
denied: by the government leader, A, J.
Balfour, in the. House of Commons to-
day. Mr. Balfogr declared that so far
as the . goyernment was aware, no
pledges and no assurances were given
by Lord Kitchener, which had not been
published.

The colonial secretary, Joseph Cham-
berlain, answering a question regarding
the' agitation on the suspension of the
constitution of 'Cape Colony, said he had
received ‘4 petition from 42 members of
the parliament of Cape Colony in favor
of’ its suspension, and had awaited the
vbservation§ of the Cape ministry on the
subject.  An act of the Imperial parlia-
ment, he added, was required before the
constitution eould be suspended.

Once more the Craigflower road con-
troversy has drifted from the Council
chamber to the Court house, this time
the Hsquimalt ‘Waterworks company
taking the initiative in the case and de-
manding that the city be stopped from
closing mp the historic highway. On
Saturday last this comipany threw down
the legal gage, by taking out an order
nisi before Mr. Justice Drake, which
order ‘was in -the course of the day duly
served upon the civic officials.

It stays all sorts of proceedings to
block - the road wuntil Thursday next,
when the city must show cause why the
Craigflower = Closing By-law, 1902,
should not be wholly quashed for illegal-
ity. .

The reasons appearing -on the order
are yvery -¥arious, but from these it was
gleaned that the wateérworks company,
whose pipes from- Thetis lake have by
the. company been laid ‘along that high-
way for some 15 years or more, claim
that this road., running out as it does
into the “surrounding districts, is the
‘property “of the crown and not of the
¢ity of Victoria at all, that it is a pub-
lic highway of the province rather than
a city street, and that it has been such
for 47 years. It is further claimed that
the by-law was passed, not in good faith
or in the public interest, but in the inter-
est of certain ‘interested property hold-
ers, of whom Ald. Kinsman is or was
one, -and .that the by-law itself is bad
throagh .certain informalities.

A visit to the scene yesterday after-
noon :8hows that both fences have been
carefully removed and that the posts and
other materials have been orderly piled
up at the sides of the highway.

Comparison With Conditions at Same
Time Last Year.

Washingtom, June 10.—Preliminary
reports  of the spring wheat acreage in-
dicate a reduction’ 6f about 2,511,000
aeres. Of 12.8 per cent. of the 19 states
reporting spring wheat, 13 report a re-
duced acreage, Washington- being the
only state that reports an increase. The

June 1 was 95.4, as compared with 92
at the corresponding date last year. The
rresent reported average condition has
been exceeded only three times in the
last 15 years. Of the states having 1,-
000,000 acres ‘or uwpwards in - spring
wheat, South Dakota reports a condi-
Lion .of 100, North Dakota 96 and Min-
nesota and Fowa 95. In Washington
and ‘Oregon, ‘which together have over
1,100,000 acres in spring wheat, the
condition averages: are 97 and 93, re-
gpectively. The average econdition of
winter ‘wheat on June 1 was 56.1, as
compared with 76.4 on May 1, 1902, and
