AGRICULTURAL COMMISSION.

Qur Native Woods—Their Destruction—
The Flax Industry,

At the morning séssion of the Agriealtural
Comumission to-day, R. Huy, M.P., gave evi-
dence  as to the different kinds of wood
grown  in the country used in the
manufacture of furniture, He said the farmers
of the country were annually destroying an
immense amount of valuable =~ wood.
Black  walndt, which was once so plenti-
ful in the western part of the Province,
has been 80 much takeén out for one purpose or
anather, that instead of manufacturers heing
able to obtain it here they have to import it
from Indiana and other parts of the U. 5. He
recommended the re-plauting of forrest 'trees
and the husbanding of second growth timber.

John Donaldson gave evidence as to the cul-
tivation of flax in Canada, saying that the in-
dustry could be in¢reased to a very large extent,
us any district in the Province was suitable for
its growth. At present there were forty flax-
mills in the Proviuce, but there was only one
place where ropes and cordage were manufuctur-
ed, and none where liney was produced,

Mr. James Mills, M. A., president Agrical-
tural College, Gaelph, gave valuable informa-
tion concerning his institution, He puinted
out what good effects the college had already
had, and how its influence might still further
be increased by additional grants from the
government, especially for.the establishment of
a chemical laboratory, where as many as eighty

tudents could be ac lated at once.
