: Lord Shaftesbury’s Views.

Loxpox, July 12.—The review of the
week’s events in London may be summar-
ized in three words: “Pall Mall Gazette.
Everything else, even the new ministry’
has been overshadowed by the general
horror aund indignation aroused; by the
disclosures in that paper of the whplen‘lr
and apparently almost unrepressed traffi,
in the virtue of girls of tender age, vio-
tims by purchase arrangement with pro°
curésses, or by force, to men of lpoh‘
standing and wealth, There was af firat
horror and indignation over the fact of she
revelation; a reaction is now setting in, and
the public is beginning to believe in the
éntiretruthof thehideous instancesof crime
quoted by the Gazette. ~ The World dares
not give its readers even a faint outline of
the details of these disclosures. They are
indescribable. ‘The avowed object of the
Gazette i3, b{ the publication of these
shocking details, to torce arliament into
adopting & messure now before it which
increases the legal limit at which a girl can
consen§ to criminal intercourse, and per-
contra, making it ‘s pupishable offence for
any man to have such relations with a girl
under the statutory age.

The Times of to-day, disregarding its
long maiotained of ignoring sach
matters, makes practical admissiona of their
truth in areluctans and apologetic editorial;

In our great town#y where girls of tender
years are exposed to ever-present temptatis
and where vice is bold—armed with its m:

No
laboriously coliected statistics of infancy or’
investigations, such as were undértaken by
the lords committee in 1881 and 1882, are
needed to make the hideous facts known.
Singularly narrowed and favored must have
been the experience of any rean of mature
years if he has not become aware of " the
amount of guvenile immorslity carried on in
London, due partly to sterm, to economical
conditions, and y to_ the fact that
Povsrty is sour and unpleasant, esp-c-

ally to the young. .To the lust of fin-
ery and the apparently accepted. law of
modern society, that all c/asses Of women sha.l
dress alike and with_equsul extrayagance, we
may trace much of the vice.of great eities. of
what avail against such causesare the several
measures under the Criminal Consolidati
Act of 1861. The I limit at which a gir|
may consent to cohabitation was fixed at 12
years, Anamending statute, ad in 187
raised the legal age to 13 years, and no doub
i: ought to be still further raised. Section 4 of
the new bill, which makes it felony to commit
the offense of defllement in case of g'rls undep
12, is a repetition of the corresponding section
in the statute of 1875, ction 5 alters
the law by making defilement of a
g'rl’ between the age of 12 and 15 a misde-
meanor, and the change is a muchneeded one.
The evidence-before the giords committee
revealed the existence of something lixe a
trade ‘between this country and mlgum for
the purpose of filling the maisons dedebauche
of Brussels, It is proposed to make it an
offence for a man in any thoroaghfare or
public place habitually or persistently to im-
portune or solicit women or girls for immoral
purposes. The effect of this would be that &
constable would be entitled to take any one
into custody without a warrant. The present
law a8 to the repression of houses of ill fame
is lax and arbitrery. The werst offenders
may go scott free because respectable house-
holders do not care to take proceedings under
the statutes of George I1. and George I1I.,and
even in case of proceedings during the interval
between the complaint gnd the actual trial
there are opportinities for compounding the
offence in & manner not very edifying. The
new bill proposes to make the proceedin
summary. A still more salutary change 18
contained in clause 10, according to which
magistrates or judges would be atliberty, on
trials of offences such as are dealt with under
the bill, to exclude from the court room
woven and all monﬁ appearing to be under
thieYage of 21. s would dct as a corrective
of n permicious practice, .

Letus have by all means a measure for the
better protection of women and children. but
it is not by theartillery of law that the. fort-
resses of vice erected in all great cities are to
be battered down. Somehow such weapons
are generally more noisy than effective. ’Fhey
aim too high or too low, and the end of them |
often is that such laws are swept off the
statute book asfailures, Unly by moral agencies
slowly operating by an increased sense of
value of purity in map and woman—by

reventing overcrowding and its demoraliz-

nF concomitants and by trying to keep
alive even in poverty a sense of that honest
pride which, if it is not exactly virtue, is
akin to it, i8 it possible to comtend with an
evil which seems to grow mightier, more con-
spicuous and less asnamed wiLh the passuge of
yéars. i

Lord Skaftesbury, speaking before the
society for prevention of cruelty to
children, said that it was the duty of the
government to thoroughly investigate the
Pall Mall Gazette’s allegations, If true,
the government must change the present
system of watching over and protecting
society ‘against such terrible aocts. He
firmly believed that many of thestatements
were true. The society’s reports conclu-
sively showed that a portion of them were
true, Acts were of hourly occurrence in
the metropolis which were calculated to
sap the very foundations of the nation, and
which if not corrested would uiltimately
overturn the nation, This was a question
more important than the. government of
India or the colonies. - :
