BELL A MURDERER.

Finding of the Jury in the Inguest on
Mrs. Swallow.

A jury was empanelled at the Morgue
Yesterday afternoon to inquire into the
circumstances of Sunday morning’s
double tragedy. The warrant was ie-
sued for an inquest into the death of
Mrs. Swallow. The blood-stained razor
found in the hand of Bell was passed
among the jurymen. Nothing addition-
al beyond the story told in yesterday’s
World was adduced.

The cut was downwards and
forwards, severing the external and in-
ternal jugular vein, death resulting from

A DETAILED STATEMENT TO BE PRE-
PARED FOR THR LEGISLATURE.

.

Sir Oliver Says It Is Impossible to Give
All the Names and O@ccupations of Fees
Commission Witnesses — Government
Amendment to the Municipal Act—
Patron Pass Bill Introduced.

At the session of the Local Legislature
yesterday, which was very short, and
unimportant, Mr. Kerns moved for an
order of the House for a return show-
ing the names, residences and occupa-
tions of all parties who gave evidence
before the Fees Commission.

Sir Oliver Mowat, in reply, stated
that this information was in many cases
included in the report; but in some in-
stances no note had besn made of the
residences and occupations of wituesses,
and he did not know how these particu-
lars ‘could be obtained except by cor-
respondence, which, he thought, was
hardly worth while. He presumed the
motion had been made under the idea
that the information was in the posses-
sion of the Government. Mr. Kerns con-
tended that it was most important they
should ’know the residence and occupa-
tion of the witnesses in order that they
might know how much weight to attach
to their evidence. He understood that
they principally resided in the cities.

Hon. Mr. Gibson said that in nearly
every case the evidence indicated the lo-
cality and occupation.

Mr. Howland thought it a matter of
observation * that no deputy-registrars
had been called, to which Sir Oliver re-
plied that no deputy-registrar had pre-
sented himself for examination, and no
one had suggested that they should
give evidence.

At the request of the Attorney:Geuer-
al Mr; Kerns withdrew his motion.
“Replying to Col. Matheson, the Pro-
vincial Secyetary said that in 1894 the
average C(gf per 100 pounds, live weight,
including expenses of purchase nnd‘de-
livery of the cattle bought by the Gov-
ernment agent, for the public institu-
tions, was $8.67, and the average cost
per head of cattle was $36.89.

Return Showing Municipal Indebtedness
On the motion of Mr. Gibson (Hllron)
the House ordered a return showing the
municipal indebtedness of the province
up to Dec. 81, 1893; how much on account
of roads and bridges, railway bonuses,
aid to manufactures by way of bonus,
municipul waterworks, waterwork‘s .be-
longing to companies, gas and electricity,
High and Public schools and other pur-
poses. :
. Mr. Gibson thought it was most desir-
able to learn the reason why. munici-
palitiesiwere running so much into debt.
Taxationh +was, he said, increasing at
sucha rate it was time to call a halt,
and he ‘condemned the system of grant-
ing bonuses and exemptions to manufac-
turers. He blamed Toronto for showing
a bad example in this latter respect.
At the suggestion of Mr. Howland, it
was decided to include in the return the
debenture debt for local improvements
of municipalities. -
My. Hardy brought in a bill respecting
railway lands, providing that the Lieu-
tenant-Governor in Council may with-
draw Ifrom the operation of the act re-
specting aid to railways the lands set

apart by that act to form a fuud for|

payment of the aid granted and made
upon the lands for settlement.

Munieipal Acts

Mr. Harcourt introduced a bill to
amend the Muuicipal Act, extending the
powers now conferred upon cities or
towns with regard to constructing drain-
age works as local improvements, upon
the recommendation of a Local Board
of Health, to incorporated villages.

Mr. Cleland brougat in a bill te amend
the act respecting Houses of Refuge,_to
enable municipalities to establish
such institutions upon: farms  of
10 acres, instead of 40 acres, in
order to enable them to share in the
grant made in the act passed in 1890.

Mr. Gibson_(Huron) introduced a bill
to amend the Public Parks Act, by con-
ferring powers with regard to the con-
struction of parks upon the trustees of
police villages.

Mr. Evanturel introduced a bill giving
incorporated villages, having a territo-
rinl extent of 2000 acres, the same pow-
ers as are possessed by  townships with
regard to passing bylaws relating to
statute labor.

Mr. Howland introduced the bill
of the Toronto City Council providing
that the municipal election shall be held
on Jan. 1, instead of the first
Monday .in- January in each Jyear;
empowering - police = officers to en-
ter public buildings and remove ob-
structions in the aisles; authorizing the
council of a municipality to ljcense, re-
gulate and govern riders of bicycles;
permitting the establishment of am offi-
cial benefit fund for civic employes and
other minor purposes.

To Prohibit Use of Passes.

Mr. Haycock introducgd the bill pro -_
hibiting members of the House to accept
a free pass from any transportation com-
pany.

These bills were read a second time :
To amend the Municipal Act—Mr. Hay-
cock and Mr. Wood ; to enable the cor-
poration of the town of Port Hope
to issue debentures for High school pur-
poses—Mr. Fallis: to authorize the cor-
poration of the city of Brantford to sell
a part of Mount Hope Cemetery—Mr.
Hardy ; to enable Herbert Stanley Rey-
nolds to practiece dentistry—Mr. Caven;
to incorporate the village of Bridgeburg
—Mr. German; respecting the town of
Gananoque—Mr. Awrey.

Hon. Mr. Harcourt has given notice of
a bill to amend the Public Health Act,
modifying the method of appointment to
local boards of health with a view to
greater permanency in ‘the membership
of the boards. The bill also amends the
clause governing the appointment, of
county health officers to secure the un-
divided services of such men as are ap-
pointed, at a reasonable .remuneration,
and aims at preventing the feeding of
refuse, offal, etc., for fattening animals
for the market.

The Attorney-General will bring in a
bill to make further provision against
transfers in fraud of creditors.

Three petitions have been received
against the Patrons medical bill. These
are from the Toronto Medical Society,
Jdoronto Clinical Society and the staff of
he Victoria Hospital.

May Revolutionize the Distribition of
Light-The Lucky Find of a Former
Hamiltontan—Manager Pearson's Views
on the Matter.

The Consumers’ Gas Company have
under consideration a new discovery in

the materials from which gas is manu-
factured which is likely to revolutionize
the light-producing industry, as well as
other manufactures. The discoverer is a
Canadian, Thomas L. Willson, a grand-
son of Senator Willson, and a former
resident of Hamilton, Ont.

The real triumphs of chemistry have
been in the field of synthesis._or the
building up of compounds. ~aﬂ’l‘h}great
desire of chemists, although they hardly
dared to hope for it, was the synthesis
of carbon-hydrogen. This synthesis leads
to results now undreamt of., The lum-
inosity of the gas produced from our gas
works is due to the presence therein of
bydrocarbons. Nothing among the late
achievements in the field of chemistry
has excited more popular attention
than the production of coal tar colors,
Jbut at the basis of all these come the
inevitable hydrocarbons,

At last it scems that the great syn-
thesis has been accomplished. While Mr.
Willson’s discovery has been known for
some time past to his immediate friends
and the capitalists interested with him,
it is only lately that it was announced
in scientific circles.

English scientists Take It Up.

In the theatre of the Society of Arts,
Loundon, Eng., on Jan. 16, Proi.
