Separate Schools Noi Justified.

“The privileges by saifl order we are
‘commanded to restore to our Roman
Catholic fellow-citizens are substantial-
ly the same privileges which they en-
Jjoyed previous to the year 1890. Com-
pliance with the terms of the order
would restore Catholic Separate schools
with no more satisfactory .guarantees
for_their efficiency than existed prior to
said date. The educational policy em-
bodjed in our present statutes was ad-
opted, or an examination of the results
of the policy theretofore followed under
which Separate. Roman Catholic
schools, now sought to be restored, had
existed for a period of upwards of 19
years; sald schools were found to Be
inefficient as condueted under the R
man Catholic section of the Board of
Education; they did not possess attri-
butes of modern Public Schools. Their
conduct, mahagement and regulatiok
Wwere defective. As a result of leaving

ulation with

eople grew up i
state of illiteracy. So far a8 we are
Aware, there has never been an attempt
inade to defeat ‘those schools on their
® merits, and we do not know of any
ground upon which the expenditure of
public money in their support could bé
Justified.

§ A Straightforward No.

‘““We are 'therefore compelled to re-
spectfully state to Your Excellency-in-
Council that we cannot accept the re-
sponsibility of carrying into effect the
terms of the Remedial Order. ,

“Objections upon principle may bé
taken to any modification of our edu.
cational statutes which would resulf
in the establishment! of one or moré
sets of Separate schools. Apart, how
ever, from objections upon principle;
there are strenuous objections from a3
practical educational standpoint. Someé
of these objections may be briefly indi.
cated. We labor under great difficulties
In maintaining an .efficient system of
primary education. School taxes bear
heavily upon our people, A large
amount of land, which is free from
school taxes, and the great extent of
country over which our -small popula-
tion is scattered, presents obstacles to
efficiency and progress. Reforms effect-
ed in 1890 have given & strong impetus
to educational work, but difficulties
Which are inhérent in our ecircum-
stances have constantly to be met.

Separate schools a Peril

“It will be obvious that the establish-

ment of a set of Roman Catholie schools

followed by a set of Anglican schools, 4

and possibly Mennonite and Icelandic
schcols, would so emasculate our pre-
sent system that any approach to even
. our presemt general standard of effi-
ciency would be quite impossible, We
contemplate the inauguration of such
& state of affairs with very grave ap-
prehension. We have no hesitation in
saying that there cannot be suggested
Any measure,which, to our mihds, would
more seriously imperil the development
of our province.

“We believe that when the Remedial
Order was made there was not then
available to Your Excellency-in-Counci]
full and accurate information as to-the
working of our former system of
schools. We also believe that there wag
lacking means of forming a correct
Judgment as to the effect upon this pro-
vince of the changes in the direction
suggested, and that such lack still ex-
ists.

A Commission Suggested.

“Being impressed with this view, we
respectfully suggest that it is ‘not yet
oo late to make a fuil and deliberate
Investigaticn of the wh le subjzet.
Bhould such a course be adopted, we
Bhall cheerfully assist in affording the
most complete informatfon availabls,
An investigation of such'a kind w»ould
furnish a substantial basis of fact upon
Which conclusions could be formed with
& reaspnable degree of ,certainty.

“It is urged most strofigly that, upon
80 Important a matter, involving as it
does the religious feelings and convie-
tions of qifferent classes of people, in
Canada, and the educational interests
of a province, which is expected to be-
tome one of the most important in the
Dominion, no hasty action should be ta-
ken, but that, on the contrary, the

‘ probably ‘ produce strained relations,
and tend to prevent a pessibility of re-
storing harmony.

‘““We respectfully address to Your Ex-
cellency-in-Council that all of the above
'considerations call most strongly for
delibérate and careful Inve:tigation,
.and for sych a course of action as will
:avoid irritating complications.

The Voice of the Province.

“We deem it proper, also, to call at-
tention to the fact that it is only a few
months since the latest decision upon
ithe subject was given by the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council. Pre-
:vious to that time a majority of mem-
bers of the Legislative Assembly of
’Manltoba had either expressly or im-
‘pliedly given pledges to their constitu-
lents which they feel in honor bound
to fulfil. We understand that it has
/been lately suggested that private
‘funds of the Roman Catholic Church
‘and people had been invested in school
buildings and land that are now ap-
propriated for Public School purposes.
No evidence of such fact has ever been

THER FERLING IN OTTAWA.

French Membe . Want Remcdial Legisla-
tion—Outario M P.'s Faver n Commission,

Ottawa, June 13.—Once more the Man-
itoba school question is in the 'very
forefront of Dominion polities. The de-
cision of the Manitoba Government was
wired to Ottawa in the ‘afternoon and
is being eagerly canvassed in Parlia-
mentary circles. 1 have talked with
more than a score of members of the
House, endeavoring to ellicit their
views upon the situation. Singular to
ay, stalwart Orangemen and ultra-
Catholics profess to be satisfied with
Mr. Greenway’s answer. But the under-
current of feeling, so far as the On-
tario members are concerned, whsther
they be Liberals or Conservatives, is
one of professed disappointment that
this troublcsome question is again with-
in the arena of Federal politics.

Ontarie M P s Wounld Stave it O,
What the Orntario membters undoubt-
edly wanted was sthe appointment of a
commission for the purpose -of investi-
gating the condition of the Catholic
schools of Manitoba and of staving off
legislative action. Po:sibly it is not tco
late to appoint a commission, although
it is felt that it would have come with
better grace from Mr, Greenway.
Quebece M.P s Want Remedial Legisiation
The French-Canadian members from
Quebec, on the other hand, are sincere-
ly glad that things have taken the
shape which Mr. Greenway has given
to them. What they want, and what
they will press for, is the introduction
this session of a bill granting Remedial
legislation, which they claim is the only
legitimate outcome of the Remedial
Order.

The Commission Propesed.

Mr. Greenway'’s offer of assistance to
investigate the condition of the schools
will, it is thought, furnish the text
from which the Ontario members will
preach to the Government. They will
ask the Government to appoint a strong
commission, consisting of say five of
the best judges in the land, three Pro-
testants and two Catholics, to go to
Manitoba and thoroughly examine into
the position of affairs.

The fact cannot be disguised, thaf!
even those who are willing to concede
that Catholic rights have been en-
croached upon, are diffident about in-
voking the power which the Dominion
Parliament seems undoubtedly to pos-
sess, to interfere with the educational
system of the Province of Manitoba
in such a case as the present.

Will Lengzthicn the Session
It Is conceded now that the session
may be lengthened a month or two
longer than would otherwist have been
the case had Mr. Greenway’s decision
been different to what. it is.

J S Ewart. Q.C, Interviewed,
To-night your correspondent ran
across J. S. Ewart, Q.C., counsel for the
Manitoba minority, and asked him his
views on the situation. “I think,” he
replied, “that Mr. Greenway’s answer
is most ill-advised and calculated to
raise a very difficult and troublesome
question for both parties in Dominion
politics. Mr. Greenway would have
taken a wiser course if he had followed
some of the suggestions that no doubt
have been made to him, not only by
His Excellency, but, as I understand, by
his own political friends, and have

, Council agrees to abolish all market fees,

their municipalities. In the event of any
municipality refusing to do this the leases
in such municipalities will be renewed
from month to mouth. until application

Tollgates
were introduced, he said, as a public tax,
when Yonge-street, Dundas-street, -the
Lake Shore-road dud kingston-road were
the only avenues of approach to the city.
But the growtl and devélopment of the
city and county Lad so altered the ori-

ingl conditions the toll rutes were no
onger a public ‘tax, as not more than

& third of fhe ratepayers of the county
now contribute through the tolls. The
receipts were fallihg away, and the de-
ficit is (annuaily growing, with. mno
prospects of any immediate change.

Reeve Slater of Markbam ‘opposed the
- resolution, He looked uponit as a
deep-laid scheme, from which some-
one expected' ‘to° reap’ a  bend-
fit. Reeve Yule, Aurora; Reeve Rums-
den, E. Gwillimbury; .and Deputy-Reeve
Woodeock of Newmarket wouid vote for
the resolution. DPeputy-Reeve Bryans of
Etobicoke said a glance at the present
dejicit \made him nervous. If the present
system of maintaining the roads was
continned the county would soon . be
bankrupt. Deputy-Reeve Baird of Sear-
boro said they had 11 miles of the King-
ston-road, which, he thought, was not
a leadiug- road in their towuship.

Ottawa, June 13.—The feature of to-
day’s sitting was the discussion on Sir
John Thompson’s funeral expenses and
the proposed grant to the Lady Thomp-
son fund.

ver tassels' and: silver bullion fringe
plumes and draping same in velvet and
black bengaline ' silk, and festooning
with flowers, $16500; 14 pairs of knee
boots. for undertakers, $49; 14 black
cloth overcoats at $20 each, $280; 14
black hats, $66; chief undertaker, $25 a
day; 14 assistants $10 each. .

Coroner Johnson held an -inquest at
Police Headquarters ‘ last evéining, The
evidence of Drs. Névitt and Parfitt,who
made the post-mortem, showed that the
skull was fractured. One fracture - be-
gan at the top of the skull and extemd-
ing downwards  to .the base, opened
through the skull a$ the spine. The sec-
one extended from the top of the skull,
over the Jleft side, to helow the ear.

The fight between Coulter apnd his as-
sailants wag told of by Waiters Free-
man; and 8mith of the Cibola, From their
statemets it appears that they and
Coulter went to Lewiston and went into
Pott’s Hotel to have a:drink. Two ‘men
named Scott were there, one of them
having a dog. The three waiters left

As he -stepped gutside the door, Coulter
picked up a small piece of clay and
threw it at the dog. Scott swore at
him for doing so and warned him not to
do so again.

“Why, what would you do,” eaid Col-
ter.

“I will soon show you,” said Scott,
who then gave a sharp whisthe. At
the whistle the other Scott rushed from
from the hotel, and struck Colter the
blow which caused his death.

A verdict of murder against the Scott
brothers was returned by the jury.
