minds of the public. Since his arrest
Alger has been incarcerated in the
county ‘jail, his solicitors having been
unable to find among the wealthy

Wholesale Imsurance Conspiracies.

Encouraged by their apparent suc-
cess in the Alger case, and urged on
by their greed of easily acquired wealth,
it is alleged that the conspirators, if
such they are, were going into the
business in a wholesale plan. Since
Mrs. Alger’'s body was exhumed the
Equitable Life Insurance Company
have foynd it necessary to cancel sev-
eral policies that were already palced
In that section of the county, besides
cancelling some applications that were
pending. In one instance an applica-
tion had been made for a policy on the
life of a woman who is said to be dye-
It is alleged that

life insurance, but drove the parties
from the house, at the same time de-
claring that she was not going to be
a party to a transaction that on the
face of it was dishonest. Despite this,
it is alieged .that a fraudulent medical
report was made out, the woman’s
name forged to it, and the documents
forwarded to the office of the insur-
ance company, where they lay when
Mrs. Alger died, and the scheme was
frustrated.
Five Policies® Cancelled.

In his evidence before Magistrate
Harper to-day, Mr. George Broughall
of the Equitable Life stated that his
company had canceled two policies on
the life of A. E. Thornton of White-
vale, one each on the lives of Donald
Beaton and°J. H.-Besse of Whitevale,
and James Sadler, Greenwood. In all
the cases the medical reports were
signed by Dr. Francey. In speaking of
the investigation to-day, Detective
Murray said, “This is only the first of
a number to be held.” The agents in
this district for the different com-
panies interested in the alleged frauds,
are Henry Trull, Oshawa, the Equit-
able Life; M. Gleegson, Greenwood, the
London and Lancashire; J. Hortop,
Kinsale, the Ontario Mutual, and A.
C. Brown, Uxbridge, the Home Life.
Crown Attorney Farewell conducted
the prosecution to-day, Alger being
represented by G. Smith Macdonala,
T. Herbert Lennox, C. Russell Fitch
and S. Alfred Jones. Dr. Francey came
back to Canada of his own accord,
but was afterwards guaranteed im-
munity from arrest by the Attorney-
General’s Department,

The Alzer Family Physician

larger than it really was, and her
weight at 20 pounds heavier than ever
in her life.

T. H. Lennox, who’ cross-examined
the witness on behalf of the defence,
wandered afleld withh a wealth of ir-
relevant detail that wearied the court,
and utterly failed to confuse or dis-
eredit the.witness, the only apparent
object of it. Dr. BEastwood .said that
in his desire to please Alger and at
the same time prevent fraud, he made
out a favorable report in the presence
of Alger and then wired to the insur-
ance company to reject the application.
Alger said that if Mrs. Alger died in |
a short time, the witness, as family |
physician, could say that she .died of;
pneumenia. His object in making the
examination was to prevent any other
physician from doing so and thus per- |
petrate the. fraud. After Mrs. Alger
died the witness advised Alger to
throw up the policy and come to a set-
tlement with the Equitable Life.

The testimony of Dr. Eastwood was
given in a manner that convinced
those who heard it that he acted an
honorable part throughout the whole
transaction.

thied of Chironte Consnmption.

Dr. John Ferguson of Toronto re-
peated the evidence given by him. at
the recent hearing of the case at Os-
goode Hall.. He gave a lengthy tech--
nical report, the sum of which -was
that' the post-mortem examination
placed it beyond doubt that death was
due to tubercular consumption. Dr.
Ferguson thought that the cause of
Dr. Eastwood was perfectly justifiable
under the circumstances in which he
found’ himself. The general condition
of the organs showed that the lungs
had been diseased for a long time. The
consumption was undoubtedly chronic.

Br. ¥Francey to Get $1000.

Dr. Francey’s story revealed the in-
ner history lof the plot from its gene-
sis. The question of insurance on Mrs.
Alger’'s life was first broached by
Henry Trull, the agent of the Equit-
able, in Sept., 1894, The witness - and |
Trull went to Alger’s place and met
the prisoner there. Nothing definite
took place until a subsequen: meeting
of Alger and Francey in Whitevale.
Francey told Alger that his wife was
not in a condition to pass an examina-
tion for a policy. Alger agreed to pay
the witness $1000 after Mrs. Alger’'s
death, if they could insure her for
$5000. Alger told the witness that Dr.
Eastwood had told him that his wife
was likely to die of consumption with-
in a short time. Francey admitted that
he knew he was doing wrong in pass-
ing Mrs, Alger. He told Alger that he
was running serious risks in doing so,
and would want a good thing for it.

The witness produced his books to
prove his visits to Mrs. Alger. From
April 23 to June 30 the visits were of
almost weekly occurrence. The medi-
cines prescribed were for weakness of
the - lungs.

One book was- produced, from which
the records of several entries of these
visits to Mrs. Alger were erased, done,
the witness sald, to prevent the Crown
from using them as evidence if the
case came into the courts.

“I fixed them so that I could not
translate them, and I knew nobody |
else could,” said Francey.

A diaring Fraud.

Alger knew that a fraud was being
perpetrated, and the witness frequent-
ly told him before the examination
was made that if the policy was se-
cured and the case was likely to come
into the courts the policy must be
thrown up,as it was ‘“‘a glaring fraud.”
The matter was discussed very fre-
quently between the witness and Al-
ger. Alger arranged that on a certain
day when Trull and the witness were
to come to have. the examination
made, all the children and hired help
were to be away. This was |
done to prevent any person from |
learning that the insurance was being |
placed on Mrs. Alger’® life. The witness |
said that Mrs. Alger was an innocent |
party to the fraud. The answers to |
the questions in the application for !
the policy in - the Equitable Life were !
filled in by the witness in the pre-, |
sence of Alger, as a result of an ar-
-rangement between the witness and
Alger. The understanding was that
the witness was to make a good report
and not let Mrs. Alger know what its
purport was. The application was
signed by Mrs. Alger.

The doctor explained that he had
hesitated somewhat about this applica-
tion, as forgery was necessary to it.
Alger seemed very hopeful about se-
curing the money untfl the article
headed “Graveyard Insurance’” appear-
ed in The Toronto World. The same
day that the witness read this article
he was called by wire to Stouffville,
where he met Alger and Messrs. Mac-
donald and Fiteh, his solicitors. He in-
formed them that the medical reports
appended to. all the applicatibns were
entirely uf;)ﬁe, and the wHhole transac-
tion fraudulent. The witness advised
throwing up the Equitable policy and
agreeing to any terms they might of-
fer. The aplication to the Home Life
was spoken of and Alger and his soli-
citors denied any complicity in
it. The witness asked Alger
if he did not remember
that he offered the witness and Agent
Hortop_$150 to put the thing through.
Alger denied this, The consultation
ended in a decision to issue a writ
against The World, and if, that did
all
litigation would be dropped.

“Why the Wortd Was hot Saed

The witness asked them to withhold
the writ against The World for a
month, to give him time to sell his
practice and get out of the country, as
he knew that trouble would result as
soon as the writ was issued. “Alger and
his solicitors did not seem to entertain
the same fears of the situation, and
thought Francey was childish,

Francey here offered to tell of a
very Iinteresting and spicy conversa-
tion between himself and Messrs.
Macdonald and Fitch, but as Alger
was not present when it took place,
the conversation was ruled inadmiss-
ible. As soon as the witness saw the
second article in The World, starting
with “‘a little nice poetry,” he conclud-
ed it was getting too warm for him,

|and imniediately took train for . Buf-

falo. He came back of his own will to
try and arrange a settlement between
Alger and the Equitable Company.

An incident that throws a great deal
‘of light upon the nature of these tran-
sactions is freely quoted in Pickering
Township. When the application for
the $6000 policy In the Home Life
reached the Toronto offices of the com-
pany, it was noticed that the medical
report was improperly made out. It
was at once returned to Agent Brown
to have. the mistakes rectified. Brown
was in Pickering village the day fol-
lowing his receipt of the returned
rapers, and while conversing with a
merchant, a funeral passed the door.

“Whose funeral is that ?” asked
Brown.

“That is Mrs. George -Alger, of
Brougham,” returned the merchant.

“It surely can’t be,” said Brown in
surprise, “as I am ecarrying in my
rocket an application for a policy for
$5000° on her life.”

The merchant assured him{ of ‘the
truth of his statement, and Brown at
once wired his company apprising
them of the 'death of Mrs. Alger.

Then followed the cross-examination
of :Dr. Francey by Mr. Lennox.

At 10.30 an adjournment was made
to Friday next, at 10 a.m. Magistrate
Harper refused to take bail,

REVENUE AND EXPENDITURR FOR

FOUR MONTHS, 1

Nearly a Million Dollars Ahead of Lasg
Year in Receipts, While Expenditures
Are Substantially Less—Beaver Lime
subsidy—The Premier on the Pacific
Cable Project— Other Ottawa News.

Ottawa, Nov:' 8.—The statement of
revenue and expenditure for the first
four months of the current fiscal year,
just issued, shows that the total re-
venue amounts to $11,787,964,as against
$10,829,497 for the same period last
year. : :

Expenditure totalled $8,007,542, as
against $8,444,296 last year. Capital ex-
penditure amounted to $1,421,714, com-
pared with $1,510,950. The net debt,
Oct. 31, was $250,685,201, a' decrease o

Winter Port Matrer

It seems to be the general impression
in official circles that a subsidy will
be given for a winter line of steamers
between St. John and Liverpool. At
any rate a draft-contract is being pre-
pared in the Departments. The propo-
sition to grant a subsidy to the Beaver
Line is being strenuously opposed by
parties representing other interests.
Messrs. John Torrance of the Domin-
lon¢Line and Andrew A. Allan of the
Allan Line had interviews to-day with
the Premier, Sir C. Tupper, and
Mr. Ives in opposition to the project.
They represented: that if anything is
to be done towards developing a direct
winter service to- and from St. John,
the companies which they represent
and which have contracts for carrying
the British mails should be given an
opportunity to tender. The two gentle-
men were informed that a final deci-
sion in reference to the Beaver Line
proposal would be deferred until Tues-
day to enable them to submit an offer.
The St. John ‘delegation left for home'
to-day.

Pacific Cable Projeect.

The announcement that South and
West Australia and Tasmania have
decided not to be parties to the Bri- |
tish Pacific cable project excited no
surprise here. Indeed, it was fully ex-
pected, as all along indications have
been pointing in that direction. The
Premier, speaking to your correspon-
dent to-night, said that a reference
to the proceedings of the Colonial Con-
ference would show that Hon. Thomas
Playford, who represented South Aus-
tralia at the conference here, ‘frankly
avowed his colony’s ©pposition to the
project. The reason, therefore, was
easily understood. ‘West and South
Australia were intimately bound up
with the Eastern Extension Com-
pany’s system. Hundreds of miles of
that company’s line traversed those
colonies, and they had g direct interest
in seeing that the telegraphic business
was kept up through their territories.
He believed that by united action on
the part of the Govefnments of Great
Britain, Canada, Queensland, - New
South "Wales, Victoria and New Zea-
land the desired end could be attain-
ed, and he hoped that within a very
short period the cable would be in
operation.

The Work of the Constance.

The customs cruiser Constance has
done excellent work inj the St.Lawrence
and the Gulf this season. Thres smug-
glers were captured and contraband to
the valie of nearly $20,000 secured. A
very close patrol of the Gulf was in-
stituted.
