OTTAWA, Jan. 22.—(Canadian Press 
Dispatch).—The purchasing commission, 
which succeeded the war purchasing 
commission, in supervising the purchas­
ing of supplies for Government depart­
ments, is seeking to stimulate purchas­
ing now Instead of later, with a view 
to overcoming unemployment difficul­
ties. In this, the purchasing commis­
sion is carrying out the recommenda­
tions of the employment service coun­
cil.

A circular letter, issued by A. E. How­
ard, acting chairman of the purchasing 
commission, strongly urges that Cana­
dian goods should be purchased in 
preference to foreign Canadian firms, 
the letter proceeds, should realize their 
responsibility in this respect, and it 
should be Impressed on local firms that 
failure to co-operate (to tender) may 
mgke It difficult to carry out the above 
policy."

Opinion Is also expressed that, so far 
as possible, supplies should be pur­
chased In the districts where they are
required.

As an example of what red tape can 
do, even In municipal affairs, the ques­
tion of a new city hall,. which at pres­
ent is receiving considerable attention 
from the aldermen, is cited. While 
there is a great demand for construc­
tion work to relieve the unemployment 
situation, the Council can neither build 
on the old site, nor can it sell the pres­
ent quarters to erect a hall on the 
south side of the street. The only pres­
ent means of solving the problem is the 
holding of a special election. This will 
cost approximately $800, and it will de­
lay the construction for a few weeks. 
But the citizens are demanding action, 
and the general opinion is that the al­
dermen should take steps to settle the 
question at once, by arranging for a 
vote.

In his address to the Kiwanis Club 
yesterday City Clerk Baker, referring 
to the demand for a change in the form 
of municipal government, pointed out 
that the electors must take more Inter­
est in civic affairs before any great Im­
provements can be wrought. It is 
noted that not half the voters turn out 
on polling day, to take their share In 
the government of the city. Yet the 
very ones who refuse to exercise their 
franchise are always ready to bemoan 
the lack of a good Council. One very 
essential factor of a first-olass munici­
pal government is the live interest of 
the ratepayers, according to Mr. Baker. 

* * «
Another feature touched on in Mr. 

Baker's address was the necessity for 
one central controlling bod}' in the 
city. While it may not be known gen­
erally. the Council has control of the 
expenditure of only one-fifth of the 
total civic outlay. But it has to raise 
all the money by taxation to. meet the 
obligations of all the spending bodies. 
Thus the aldermen are blamed for the 
high taxes, when they are often power­
less to reduce them. One central body 
should be In legislative control of all 
the spending hoards of the city, accord­
ing to the city clerk. The various 
commissions should be administrative 
with the permanent officials exercising 
more power than at present.

The question as to whether public 
utilities should pay a business tax or 
not is again being raised in municipal 
circles. It is pointed out that the Pub­
lic Utilities Commission is doing a large 
annual retail business In electrical sup­
plies, and the city receives no taxes 
therefrom. But if the same supplies 
were sold by à private electrical dealer 
the regular business tax would be paid 
into the city. coffers. The electrical 
dealers of the city contend this is un­
fair to them. Several of the aldermen 
are of the same opinion, but they re­
frain from saying much publicly for 
fear of being classed as opponents of 
municipal ownership.

If the old adage "the hand that rocks 
the cradle rules the world" still holds 
good, the Board of Education will im­
mediately get busy on the erection of 
one Collegiate on the old site. The 
mothers’ clubs of the city are advocat­
ing the one school for this year, it is 
expected that there will be a large dele­
gation of mothers at the special meet­
ing of the board next Wednesday after­
noon, when the Collegiate question will 
be discussed. What the result will be 
no one knows.

With reference to the Collegiate 
question the average citizen would be 
willing to overlook some mistakes on 
the part of the board if the trustees 
would take some action. Had they built 
one, two or even three collegiales last 
year the general public would have 
been pleased, even if their policy had 
been shown, in later years, to have been 
a mistake. Action is what the citizens 
are now demanding.

With the opening of the Legislature 
but a short period away, the question 
of whether Dr. H. A. Stevenson, M. L. 
A. for London, will be asked to sponsor 
the City of London bill Is to the front. 
Last year he introduced the bill, but it 
received a deal of opposition from the 
Labor men of London. It was defeated 
on the floor of the House, despite the 
fact that it passed safely through the 
private bills committee. Its defeat was 
credited largely to Dr. Stevenson. It is 
anticipated that he will be passed by 
and the bill will be introduced by some 
other member this year.

MANY INSTRUCTORS

Only First-Class Certificates For 
City Institutions.

Raising the qualifications for posi­
tions as school-teachers is said to be 
seriously considered at present by 
boards of education throughout the 
province. This is being done accord­
ing to the general report, because there 
will soon be more teachers than there 
are schools.

During the years ombraced between 
the dates 1914 and 1919 many school­
teachers branched out into other forms 
of work. Many of them are now pre­
paring to return to their profession, it 
is stated, and Normal Schools of On­
tario and the Dominion generally are 
crowded with young men and women 
seeking to fit themselves for the profes­
sion.

Statements made recently that the 
shortage of teachers was causing a gen­
eral closing of schools viat vesterday 
disproved by Chief Inspector Waugh, of 
the Ontario Ministry of Education, who 
asserted that only one school closed for 
want of teachers. The school is 
Prescott County, on the border of Que­
bec. and the sparsely settled character 
cf the school district in question had 
much to do with its closing.

It is predicted that city schools will 
soon demand first-class certificate 
qualification from all applicant teach­
ers. A move in that direction was made 
last year by the London Board of Edu­
cation, and it is Intimated that a fur­
ther step will be taken this year.

SPECIAL CONSTABLES

Stringent Curfew Laws and 
Challenging Posts Wanted.,

IMy Aunt Mary reads how Master Col­
eridge do cry but on the ignorance of 
women regarding the school plans. 
"Hoots!" she says, relapsing into 
Scotch. "A fine thing to come from a 
trustee. But I would back a mother’s 

. opinion 'gainst ail the legal opinion 
in the world, no matter where they 
came from. Aforetime I cared not 
whether they build one school or 20, 
seeing that I go not to one, but this 
twaddle do disgust me. Let the mayor 
cell a vote on it forthwith. We shall 
soon see how wobbly our opinions are!"

• The news Is that the Swiss people be 
annoyed at Canada's new flag, and I am 
creditably 1 informed that their near 
neighbors, the Germans, were highly 
bothered with the old one. This be­
cause they fear one of our ships might 
be mistaken for one belonging to the 
Swiss high glacier fleet. Another ob­
jection is based on their hope to build 
a canal to the sea by way of the 
Rhone. But when this is done, Canada 
will adopt another flag.

But the trouble with these Switzens 
is that they have no imagination. For 
had they any elan, they would have 
long since had an apple for their flag 
device. Thus connecting two of the 
best known things in history: Eve, her 
apple; William Tell, his apple.

On a street coach last night and see 
an aged man get on the car with a 
twinkle In his eye.

A corps of special constables may be 
organized in the city as a means of 
combating the crime wave that is 
jeopardizing the lives and property of 
citizens.

Kx-Ald. E. R. Seabrook laid proposals 
before the City Council last year that 
such a force be organized, and pointed 
out that aldermen were already given 
constabulary powers by virtue of their 
offices. This plan is expected to- again 
secure prominence at the next session 
of the City Council. ,

Those favoring this organization of 
citizens point out the splendid work 
done by special constables in Great 
Britain during the war. At first they 
were not uniformed, but carried a bras­
sard as their badge of office.

Many districts of the city, are rarely 
visited by the police, it is stated, simply 
because there are not enough men to 
patrol the streets. While the force is 
large enough for ordinary time, It Is 
pointed out that the present emer­
gency demands the creation of a vol­
unteer force.

A plan advanced In this connection Is 
for the special constables to be formed 
into ahallengmg posts, where late going 
automobiles would be halted and asked 
to s|ow certificates of ownership. A 
more rigid application of curfew laws 
is also proposed. Some are suggesting 
that the Royal Canadian Regiment be 
asked to patrol certain streets or to 
serve as special police, but .this plan Is 
held to be impracticable.

Apparently citizens are thoroughly 
aroused over a regime of free-booting 
that has spread a mild terror in the 
city, and many citizens hold that only 
by augmenting the police force by a 
corps of special volunteer constables 
can conditions be remedied.

REPORTS ON CITY
INCOME TAX ACT

The effect of the 1920 amendments to 
the Assessment Act has been the sub­
ject of Inquiry from business men of 
the city and Jared Vlning, a director 
of the London Chamber of Commerce, 
was asked to report on some questions 
which seemed doubtful.

Mr. Vining brought In a report at 
the directors’ meeting of the London 
Chamber of Commerce on Friday and 
stated that under the amendments 
dividends of incorporated companies 
were assessable, but not the partner's 
share of profits under partnership 
agreements. The directors thought 
that this was Inequitable and a letter 
was sent to the County Council, draw­
ing their attention to this. In answer 
to an inquiry In the case of Incorpor­
ated companies, Mr. Vlning said that 
they were assessed for a business tax 
and also on the dividends received from 
the profits, and that the members of

While considerable activity among 
the civic bodies was noted against the 
request of the London Street Rail­
way Company when It wished to secure 
an increase in the fares thereby mak­
ing the franchise more valuable, there 
is no such opposition against the bill 
which, if passed by the Legislature, 
will permit the gas charges to be in­
creased by more than 50 per cent. In­
cidentally the fact that this will add to 
the value of the franchise held by the 
City Gas Company, and that the citi­
zens may eventually be called upon to 
pay a second time for this, is not caus­
ing any comment.

Philip Pocock. of the Public Utilities 
Commission, discussing the situation 
to-day, asserted that the two cases are 
not by any means parallel. He con­
tends that Uie City Gas Company needs 
some relief if It is to continue In busi­
ness. No company can be compelled to 
sell Its product at a loss, and still con­
tinue to serve the public, he asserted. 
But, he expressed the opinion that the 
only proper method to adopt would be 
to ascertain the cost of manufacturing 
gas and allow an increase In the 
charges to give a proper return on the 
Investment.

With reference to the question of the 
franchise, Mr. Pocock intimated that 
the city would not be anxious to 
take over the company's plant at any 
time.

Manager Buchanan, of the Utilities 
Commission, who was present, pointed 
out that the higher the charges for gas 
are the more customers will the com­
pany lose. As the rates are increased 
those now cooking with gas Will change 
to electricity, as there is plenty of 
power available.

Despite the apparent apathy of the 
civic authorities on the question, the 
bill will not be allowed to pass without 
opposition. The labor men of the city 
are preparing to take definite action on 
the matter.

We 
uphold the real personality and true Fatherhood of God. We proclaim the 
divine Sonship and redeeming power of the Christ. We teach the true 
doctrine of the Trinity, that the Father, and the Son and the Holy Ghost 
are three distinct personages. Who are one in purpose.

We teach the New Testament doctrine of salvatlon. We declare that 
through the atonement of the Christ ail mankind may be saved by obedi­
ence to the laws and ordinances of the Gospel.
