The Rotting of Potatoes.

From nearly all sections of the
country we hear complaints of potato
rot brought on, or at least aggravated,
by long continuous wel weatber. It s
quite possible that losses from this
source will reduce the potato orop from
being a very large one to the smallest
that the country bas known for years.
1o many places the vines turned black
in a single day, and therefore the
farmer knew that bis crop, however
promising before, was not worth the
digging. Rot begins at once with the
blight, and proceeds sc rapidly that it
is useless to attempt to save the potas
toes by digging. Usually, indeed, the
potatoes are so unripe that the slights
est bruise takes off the ekin. If this
brmsed potato touches a rotten tuber

Where potatoe vines have died down
naturally it will pay to give different
treatment. All early potatoes, where
any signs of rot appear, should be dug
as soon as possible, lest disease extend
from one potato to another in the hill.

As the tubers are formed
on the underground vines those nears
est to the surface rot first, Probably
one of the evil effects of too much
rain .is in washing downward through
the soil the spores or seeds of the fun~
gus. But by digging in time the
potatoe deepest in the soil may be
saved. Sometimes, however, where
stable manure has been ploughed
under, rot will begin at the bottom
almost us soon as on the tubers near
the surface of the ground.

Something depends on the variety,as
to its susceptibility to both blight and
rot. The sort grown from seeds ap»
pear to be less liable to blight or rot
than those chance sorts which are not
really new, but only a variation of some
kind long cultivated. The variety
long known as Late Rose, which was
obtained by propagating from an acci~
dental plant in a field of Early Rose, is
one of the very worst to rot.
