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Prof. Wood's evidence have in her favor. 
But Lizzie’s statement is not by anv means 
regarded as strong evidence to put before a 
jury. With Die peculiar and significant 
circumstances it will probably be used to 
hold her for appearance before the grand 
jury, and, while that is agreed to, there is 
hardly an official in Fall River connected 
with the case who is ready to give his 
opinion that anything has yet been pre­
sented which will prove sufficient of itself 
to convince 12 men of her guilt. It is 
generally regarded that if trçe prosecution 
has offered all it can, a very keak case has 
been made out, although the opinion gen­
erally prevails that there is sufficient to 
warrant suspicion against her and holding 
her until the graud jury can go over the 
evidence very carefully, and decide whether 
to grant an indictment or not. But how 
much has District-Attorney Knowlton held 
back? is a question of considerable interest. 
He has not attempted to show any motive, 
and, except In a general way, there has 
been very little in the way of convincing 
testimony. The case against Lizzie has 
thjis far been made up largely of suspicious 
circumstances, which might, in the opinion 
of many, warrant an accusation, but never, 
unless backed up by a further development 
of the government’s hand, a conviction.

Lizzie Borden seemed a great deal moren 
interested in the proceedings of to-day tha 
at any time during the testimony. When 
Prof. Wood was called the defendant pushed 
her head forward to catch a glimpse of the* 
eminent expert. Apparently 
the result of her searching glance, she set­
tled back in the settee but continued to eye. 
the witness. As the district attorney be 
gan to bear up to the imf>ortant things 
which the professor was expected to give 
evidence of, Lizzie’s left arm went over the 
back of the settee, and, clinching her fist, 
she held it lightly against her sister’s 
shoulder. When the professor said he had 
found no traces of poison in the stomachs 
of the murdered couple the prisoner’s cold, 
pale gray eyes lighted up most wonderfully, 
and she bent down and spoke to Emma. 
This was only the first of

MANY PLEASANT THINGS 
which the defendant heard. No blood on 
the dress, nor on the shoes and go blood 
on the axe! What a change came over the 
suspected woman. For the first time since 
the hearing began, she saw light coming out 
of the darkness which had enveloped her. 
The chain of evidence which held her was 
breaking. She drank in every word the 
witness said, and quite naturally, too. He 
whom it was supposed would give the most 
important testimony against her could not 
do so. Analytical science could not lie; 
there was no incriminating evidence. And 
iis the professor stepped from the stand 
Lizzie Borden breathed the greatest sigh of 
relief that has come to her since her incar­
ceration. She leaned forward and had a 
few whispered words with Lawyer Adams.

At the afternoon session the prisoner 
came into court looking much refreshed. 
There was a steadiness in her step that was 
lacking yesterday.

When Miss White, the stenographer, was 
sworn, the prisoner looked inquiringly at 
her as if in doubt as to just what was com­
ing. She appeared to pay but little atten­
tion to Miss White’s statement, and she 
tried in vain to follow District-Attorney 
Knowlton’s rapid reading of her own testi­
mony at the inquest.

“That is the

finished, and again Lizzie looked askance.

THE DIRECT EVIltlENCB AGAINST LIZZIE 

BORDEN.—SENSATIONAL DAY IN 
THE MthtDER CASE.

Fall River, August 30.—Lizzie A. Bor­
den will not testify in her own^ behalf at 
the hearing now going on at Fall River. 
That was decided by her lawyers—Messrs. 
Adams and Jennings—this afternoon after 
Dist.-Atty. Knowlton had finished reading 
the statement made by the accused young 

at the inquest held two weeks ago. 
The lawyers were helped in their decision 
by the startling evidence given by Prof. 
Edward Wood, showing that but two al­
most infinitesimal spots of blood were found 
on. everything submitted to him which 

from the Borden house having a di­
rect bearing in detecting the guilty person. 
The case of the goverment was closed this 
afternoon, and the defence commenced put­
ting in its evidence. The state thought it 
had a bit of direct evidence in the claw 
hatchet found down cellar, with two hairs 
and spots that looked like blood on it. The 
state was so positive that the very weapon 
had been found that the warrant for Liz­
zie’s arrest read that she killed her father 
with “a certain weapon, to wit, a certain 
hatchet.”

when Prof. Wood got his microscope on it. 
He found that the supposed blood stains 
were merely rust spots; that of the two 
hairs on it, one came from an animal, pro­
bably a cow, and that the other had disap­
peared in transit.

Denominational Progress.
ORDear Editor,—I would like to say a 

few words anent the article bearing the 
above heading which appeared in the Moni­
tor of-the 31st ult.

It is a source of pleasure for any Christian 
to read the statistical reports of the denom­
inational progress of any church in carry­
ing on the great work of moral and sp'^ * 
tual reform. But under this heading “Ve­
ritas ” is misleading, as the statement seems 
rather to be a “ fling ” at the theology and 
polity of other denominations, and especi­
ally the Methodist.

Now any one who is acquainted with the 
official religious statistics of the United 
States knows that, while the Baptists had a 
start of about a hundred years ahead of the 
Methodists in America, that the latter to­
day outnumber the former by over a mil­
lion members, and have an adherence of over 
twenty-two millions. So much for “ De­
nominational Progress. ”

“ Veritas,” however, seems to be estimat­
ing the rate of progress by the number of 
ministers who go over to the Baptist church 
from other communions. He says “ forty- 
seven ministers of other religious bodies 
have united with Baptist churches. Twen­
ty-three of the above men w*ere from the 
various branches of the Methodist Society.” 
I do not contradict the statement, as in all 
probability it is correct. It appears, how­
ever, in an altogether different light, when 
we take into consideration the fact that 
there are in all denominations those who for 
various reasons leave the ministry of one 
church to enter the communion of another. 
When we remember that we are speaking 
of a country with a population of sixty-five 
millions, forty-seven seems like a very small 
number who seek admittance to the Bap­
tist fold. Now, if a balance were struck, 
by considering those who leave the Baptist 
church, (and notable instances could be 
quoted), the denominational progress would 
be in the wrong directions.

The twenty-three who are purported to 
have come from the Mcfhodist church may 
be accounted for, in the fact that every 
year there are a large number who through 
incapacity are disqualified for the Metho­
dist ministry. These, mostly young men on 
probation, do the next best thing—viz, join 
some other communion, not so much f 
a point of principle as for a matter of 
veuienee.

When we blow our denominational trum­
pets, it would be as well, while we give due 
place to true progress, not to sound too 
many of those notes which speak of

Fall River, September 1.—The court 

came in at 10.30 in the Borden case and 
proceedings began and a few minutes later 
Mr. Jennings opened the argument for the 
defence. He said the murder of Mr. Bor­
den had a wanton brutality about it that 
suggests infernal hatred and revenge, or in­
sanity. The government, he said, have 
spent night and day following up clues to 
convict Lizzie Borden of this terrible crime. 
The police cannot find the strange men seen 
about the Borden house by the neighbors 
nd by Lizzie Borden, but they can find the 

axe or axes with which the daughter killed 
her father. Mr. Jennings spoke patheti­
cally of Lizzie as “ the youngest daughter” 
of fbe family, and her present relations 
with her father, during the recital of which 
Lizzie burst into tears.

Fall River, Mass., September 1. —In the 
Borden case this afternoon, Attorney Jen­
nings and District-Attorney Knowlton fin­
ished their arguments, and the judge or­
dered Lizzie llordeu to be remanded to the 
county jail for trial at the November term.

The professor replied that it would and 
Attorney Adams made some particular in­
quiries about cleaning the handle. Mr. 
Wood answered that as it had a polished 
surface there would be no difficulty in that,
“ but,” he said, picking up the implement,
“ if there had been any blood here (and he 
pointed to the nooks and 'corners made 
where the handle fitted into the blade) it 
would be very hard indeed to clear away 
the stains.”

“ And,” he went ou, “ I examined that 
portion of the instrument myself particu­
larly, and am positive that there is no trace 

blood there. If the Weapon had been 
used it would have been practically impos­
sible for these nooks and crannies to have 
escaped catching some of the blood from 'J 
the wounds, as the medical examination 
showed that if this hatchet had been used 
the blade would hâve been forced in until 
the handle impeded its further progress.”

So that settled the question of the hat­
chet. Perhaps the state can build its the­
ory on the pinhead drop of blood in the 
starched skirt. It was only a tiny stain 
about one-sixteenth of an inch in diameter, 
but it is the only thing in the way of direct 
evidence that the state has shown against 
Lizzie at the hearing. It is not, however, 
known yet that the spot was caused by hu­
man blood. Prof. Wood said that his tes 
timony had not gone far enough yet to 
show that. That it was blood was the 
strongest statement he could make.

BUT THE THEORY OF THE STATE IS 
that Lizzie wore an old wrap when she de­
livered the murderous blows, and it is pos­
sible that one tiny hole permitted an al- 
mpst infinitesimal drop to strike the other­
wise spotless skirt. That is the only way 
it is to be accounted for, and there, isn’t 
much chance of the idea being of strength 
unless the wrapper and the hole arc found. 
With the exception of fixing the difference 
in the time of the deaths, Professor Woods’ 
testimony was unquestionably strong for 
Lizzie Borden’s side. Miss White, in an­
swer to questions put by Lawyer Adams, 
stated that on Tuesday Miss Borden was 
about one and a half hours in testifying, Go 
Wednesday she occupied nearly half the 
day, but on Thursday was less than an 
hour in finishing. In her statement can 
be found largely the reasons for the arrest 
of Lizzie Borden. To say nothing of what 
Bridget Sullivan and Mrs. Charles H. 
Churchill saw and heard, there are in her 
statement a dozen, more or less, of signifi­
cant and almost convincing things. It 
shows that Lizzie told a different story to 
the court thau she did to either Bridget or 
Mrs. Churchill. It shows, according to 
the testimony of Bridget, that Lizzie told 
untruths about her own movements. It 
shows that she became all tangled up in 
her testimony, and made statements which 
she found it

NECESSARY TO DENY AFTERWARDS.
It shows that she accounted unreasonably 

for the 20 minutes in the barn. It shows 
she gave a different reason for going there 
when she appeared at t he hearing than she 
gave when she told Mrs. Churchill and 
Bridget about going out. It shows, ac­
cording to Bridget’s testimony and the 
fixing of time by other persons, that she 
could not have been in the barn more thau 
10 minutes, if she was there at all, although 
she is positive about being there 20 minutes, 
notwithstanding that she could not well 
account for that length of time. It shows 
a wide variance, not only so far as Bridget’s 
evidence is concerned, but also with her 
own statements regarding her own move­
ments in the house. It shows that she be­
came tangled up in her testimony to such 
an extent that several times she had to 
change her statements in order not to be 
completely mixed up. It shows beyond 
question that Lizzie Borden was in her own 
room or in the second story entry twice 
when the body of her murdered stepmother 
lay in the spare chamber. It shows that 
she remained in the house nearly five 
minutes after Bridget Sullivan went up in 
the attic. As Bridget said she was up in 
the attic only for 10 or 15 minutes, this 
would leave Lizzie only five or ten minutes 
outside the house. In every direction she 
told an almost completely different tale 
from what the other witnesses have, and 
made so many counter statements and 
changes that a perfect clear idea of what 
she wished to stand as testifying to is hard 
to secure. In fact, it is apparent that
