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FALL FAIRS AND SOME OF
THEIR FEATURES,

N the discharge of my official

l fairs in Town and Couniry
to visit some of the smaller
duties it has been a plcasure
this fall. Numerous features made
themselves evident. Somie of them
are: A decided improvement in
quality of stock exhibited. The
necessity of having the birds ar-
ranged according to breeds, uni-
formly cooped and comfortably
housed made itself very evident.
In some cases the poultry exhibit
was out in the open fields, and the
birds were exposed to heavy and
cold rain. As a conscquence the
birds presented a miserable ap-
pearance. Indeed, they appeared
to be suffering. In one instance
was noticed a pair of bronze tur-
keys cooped in such a small hox
that their heads were doubled un-
der tleir breasts. This was not
only unnecessary but positively
cruel on the part of the exhibitor.
Large geese were also noticed to
be cramped up in small boxes.
evidently gotten hurriedly from a
friendly grocer. The judging as a
result was made more difficult and
the carelessness or indifference of
the exhibitor, in more than onc
instance, mitigated against him.
Again the necessity of having com-
petent judges was made very plain.
Where there-is competent judging
the awards are, beyond cavil. grand
object lessons. Where there is
an incompetent man the whole be-
comes a miserable farce and the
money of the association instead
of fulfilling the good object intend-
ed is simply thrown away. More,
the exhibitors of good birds be-
come disgusted. In one case at
Newington, Ont., a pair of white
Leghorns were disqualified by the

judge, who knew his Dbusiness.

* Why are chese white Leghorns
disqualificd?” The judge explain-
ed to the entire satisfaction of the _
exhibitor, who was an intelligent
and reasonable man and who, I
am happy to say, had won with
other birds. The result of that
lesson was that the farmer soon
after bought white and brown Leg-
horn cockerels and a white Ply-
mouth Rock cock of undoubted
worth. As he said, “ I am bound
to have no more birds disquali-
fied.”

a letter written by a lady

in Grenada, British West

Indies, may be interest-
ing to your readers, as show-
ing what is being done in poul-
try rearing and management in’
that hot country: “I am rear-
ing poultry chiefly for table use
and to supply eggs for our house-
hold. We have the ordinary
creole fowl. They lay well and
soon fatten. When one of my own
rearing weighs 3 pounds I can eat
it with safety, but when I buy one
of the same weight on the market,
it invariably turns out to be tough,
old age and full growth making it
weigh the figures named. Num-
bers of persons here import Ply-
mouth Rocks and Dorkings, but
they are considered too valuable
to kill. I have been very success-
ful in pcultry rearing. I find on
reading your reports that I have
been feewing according to your
plan in many ways. I had, how-
cver, nothing to guide me but ob-
servation. What I want to know
is whether I can get some breed
other than Plymouth Rocks or
Dorkings that will make as good
