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ROBERT MACGREGOR CAMPBELL, or
Rob Roy, was born some time between 1657 and
1660, and married Helen Campbell of the faniily of
Glenfalloch.  As caitle were at that period the prin-
cipal marketable produce of thehills, the youngersons
of gentlernen had few other means of procuriuﬁ anin-
dependent subsistence than by engaging in this sort
"oftraffic. At an early period, Rob Roy was one of
the most respectable and successful drovers in his
district. Before the year 1707 he had purchased,
of the family of Montrose, the lands of Craigrostane,
on the banks of Loch-Lomond, and huad relieved
_some heavy debts on his nephew’s estate of Glen~
gyle. While in this prosperous state, he continued
respected for his honoarable dealings, both in the
Lowlands and Highlands. Previous to the Union,
no cattlehad been permitted to pass the English
