My last effusiun to thu readers of
tho RReaisten left mo in the town of
Carleton Placo.

Carleton Placo is an important
raillway centre situanted at the junction
of the muin lino of tho . P. R. wilh
tho Brockvilla and Ottawa branch,
It is o own of a little over 4,000
inhnlitants, 400 ot thereabouts of
whom belong to tht Catholio faith.
It has severai manufacturing indus.
trics, an cxtensivo snwmill being the
most prominent, becauso of ita giving
employment to the greatest number ;
and wheu I sny that W, C. Edwards,
the popular representative of Ruasell
m the Donnnion House, 18 tho pro-
prietor thereof, I furmsh the ampleat
guarantea that this mdustry will not
degenerato into o P.P.A, Jodge. No;
the large-hearted . 0. Edwards,
sound Protestant though lic 18, is not
engaged in the propagation of P.P.A.
1.dges.

Catloton Pluce ouguys o magficont
water-power, furmsued by the Missis-
sippi River, wlhich ia fairly utilized.
Tho scenory west of the town, partica-
lutly un the shores of tho Mississipps
Lake, 18 lughly picturesque,, and 1n
recent yenrs, as ats aitractions have
becomt htwwas, the place has become
the Mcuea of the tourist, whether in
search of hLealth or pleasure. A des-
cription of the stores of Carleton Place
would only be a repetitiun of what I
Lave Lad tu way of towns of similar
size and umportance. Suffice it to
say that whether a man wishes a
needle or an anchor, a logging-chinin
or a neck tie, whother he wants luw
or medicine, his juw ehaved or his
toa-nnils puired, his teeth or his corns
extracted, his needs will be attended
to by a visit to Carleton Place; and,
if he should lecome hilarious and
deem it proper not to go home till
moruing, lie can be a8 noisy hero as
anywhere else.

It is only witlun recent years that
a Catholic congregation has been
organized in Carloton Place, the Rev.
M. O'Donohoc being the first rosident
pastor. Prior to this 1t was an outly-
ing mission tributary to Smith’s Fall's,
from which placo it was attended at
long intervals, Mass being said in
privato houses, There is now a neat
brick church, with a hundsome pres-
bytery adjoiming, and a large and
ateadily increasing congregation, sll
under the pastoral jurisdiction of the
Rov. Father O'Rorke, a clergyman
whoso zeal and urbamty has won for
him the esteem of all, irrespective of
creed or of country—a clergyman
whose claim to sympathy from the
Irish born portion of his congregation
will not bedinumished by the announce-
ment that ho comes from the county
which produced the celebrated Father
Tom Maguire.

. Until recent years the Irishman, in
his wanderings in scarch of a home,
seems to have given a wide berth to
Carleton Place, although from an carly
dato in tho history of the pluce the old
raco has been more or less represented.
The fotber of Messrs. John and Mau-
rico Burke, both well known and
highly-estcemed residents of the town,
was, 1 believe, among tho first Irish
seftlers: and, long before there ap-
peared any noed for a Catholic ochureh,
it was in his house that the golemn
mysteries of religion were celebrated.

Mr. Galwin, whose sons are well
known througheut the Ouawa Valley
as being amongst its most enterprising
settlers, and about whom T intend to
bave romething to eay later on, has
been identified with the commercial
life of the place almost from its in-
fancy.

Mr. Daniel Hallinan, a precozious
youth from the shadow of Croagh
Phaudhrig, has lived hers for many
years, i3 much respeoted, keeps as
many of tho Ton Commandments as

the average man, and to-day bids defi-
ance to tho shoriff or his bailifla.

Hote! accommodation is amplo,
« Tho Miesissippi ** being to Carloton
Placo what the Windsor Hotel is to
Montreal. I slways patronize tho
Grand Oontral Hotol, as, aside from
tho prices Leing modorate, and tho
hash baing freo from nails, buttons,
pobbles and dangerous obstructions,
there is tho additional pleasuro of a
greoting from Mr, and Mrs. Dowling,
thoe genial hort and hostess.

Mr. John Fitzgerald, a vow candi-
dato for famo and wealth, has embarked
in tho wholesalo liquor trade, and if
honesty and togrity, combined with
gond business abilities, count for any-
thing, wo aro safe in assuming that ho
will secure both.

Si1x milos furthor north we reach
tho littls town of Almonte, also situ-
ated on tho Mississippi River, and
whioh is also supplied with an exocl
lent water-power, a succession of falle
affording a most picturesquo scene,

Almonte may be regarded as a hivo
of manufacturing industry, and in this
respoot Lins seoured o national reputa-
tion. Much of 1ts prospurity is duo
to tho push and onorgy of the Rosa-
mond family, who, altbough Irish
Orangemen, and hailing from the
Coltioc Province of Connaught, have
nover, in their capacity of employers,
rocognized cither orced or country.
Indeed, of over the inseription, ** No
Papist Necd Apply,” appears over o
factory door in Almonto, it will not
bo at the instigation of cither Bonnett
or James Rossmond. Tolerant and
generous, as I have alroady stated, and
although with a ponchant for annually
celobratingt he memory of the * glori-
ous, pious and immortal * William,
they have yot to learn that doolrine
whioh teachos people to hate their
neighbors on account of their religious
belief; and I am not surprised that
tho only fecling actuating the Catholic
minority toward them 18 one of a fer-
vont wish for their prosperity.

In 1891 the population of Almonte
numbered about 8,600 souls, of which
there were a littlo over 700 Catholics.
There is a fine stone oburch and a
handsome presbytery, with & large
congregation, under the jurisdiction
of the Rev. Canon Foley, one of
those men who seom capable of cap-
turing tho heart. There has been a
goparato school in this town for over
thirty years ; and judgiog by the num
ber of young men who have been
equipped for life’s battles within its
walls, as well as for the ablc talent
which has always been employed, we
are safe in saying that thoe intorests of
Catholic education have always been &
paramount considoration with Catholio
parents and Catholic ratepayers. Mr.
William Gallagher, & highly successful
educationist, is at present the Prinoi-
pal of the Separate School of Almonte.

Reading the insoriptions on the
signs wo recognizo names that have a
strong Celtic flavor. John O'Reilly
has been a successful merchant here
for nearly tlurty yoars; and being
identified with every movement tend-
ing to promoto temperance and moral
1ty, 1 am not surprised to find that ho
13 universally respected. His son, a
Jeweller, 18 handling gold every day ;
and judging from the merits of a neck-
tie proteotor whish he has succeeded
in getting patented both in Canada
and the United States, golden harvests
await him.

Mr. John McKinnon is a worthy
scion of Highland Scotch origin, but
as he speaks Gnelic galore be is gen-
erally mistaken for a native of the
Provinco of Connaught.

The faghions in masculine apparel
are carefully looked after by M. Ia-
trick Slattery, whilst the powder and
balle, whichara direoted against digease
of every type with such telling effect,
are manufactured by Mr. P. C. Dow-
dall and fired off by Dr, Lynch.

In hotel accommodation Almonte
is amply supplied, and travellers visit-
ing the place will make no mistake by

Nino miles farther off, in tho direc-
tion of the North Polv, I reach the
protey little town of Packenham, also
resting on tho banks of tho Mississippi
Ruver.

Packonham, for a littlo town of
about 1,200 people, has a fair aurply
of stores, of manufactorios, and of
hotels, that boing kept by Mr. Shea.
han enjoying tlio reatest patronago
from tho travelling public.

Messrs, John and Whlliam Burke
aro both old and esteemed residonts of
tho placo. Patriotic Irishmen and
dovoted Catholics, papers of the Rk.
arer stamp havo always had in thoso
gontlemen warm hearted frionds.

The glory of Packenhain, howover,
consists of tho handsomo Catholio
church, recontly crected ; and as ite
massive propoctions meet tho oyo of
the travoller passing the town, whe-
thor from the north or south, ho will
be tempted to inquire if thero is a
congregation here large enough to fill
so immenso o building. The devoted
pastor, Father D. J. Lavin, bad in his
mind's vye, when raising thia structure,
tho exigencies of the futuro as well as
tho wants of the present; and with
Lis strong faith in the vitality of the
Church, which, though old, is still
young, ho feols savguine that ere
many years the noble temple which he
bas raised to tho glory ot God will be
found none too large for the require-
raents of his parishionors.

Nmeo miles further on I reach the
town of Arnprior, about which place 1
will have something to any in a future
letter.

time. During his ontire visit he saw but
one man under the influence of liquor, and
he felt proud and joyous to be able to note
thofact, for Father Conway is a firm believer
and consistent advocate of total abatinence.
Daring his stay ia the city he received many
vivita from the tnembers of the priestheod,
and his nephew, thebrilliant youngattorney,
James J. Conway, of 140 Nassau strect,
managed to koep his leisuro hours occupied
with sight sceing, wkich lo greatly enjoyed,
for a truc Irish heart nover grows old.—
