bers of thergencral sécicly and 23 Life-members, The
total contiibation from all sources is $2 650,78, To thete
figeres we would add an facreated growth of misfonary
knowledge, & [im,lcr sense of persanal responsibility in
the matter, and muth new interest and zeal In the work
of the W, F.M; Society, A Jarge amount of this success
is due (humanly speaking) to our Indefatfgable president,
who T gone out In all weathees, regandless or physical
discomforty, visiting -and orgamung societies, and her
efforts and earnest words have been preatly-Wlessed and
have given a new stimulus to many heants.” The plonees
work of the present soctly has Leen to A great extent
Jonetﬁhrear, althovgh a Iarge proportion of the churches
yet temain o be organiz When we remember that
there are nearly sixty congregutions In the pre bytety we
sec how little, after all, has yet been done,  Eady in the
year we applied to the presbytery for {ts sanction and co-
pperation in our work, and received from that reverend
body an asturance of encoursgement and heany approval,
which has been earried out to the letter by the pastors to
whom we wrote on the subjeet of forming auxiliacies in
their congregations.
