| fhe emigrants are, with few excepiions,
poor and denuded of resources ; they are
riven to America by famine and revolu-
ions, and 1epair hither in quest of a sub-
istence whuch is but precarious in the old
orld. ‘These poor require churches,
astors; their children are in need of in-
trugtion, spiritual bread, and oftentimes
odily fnod. Observe, gentlemen, that
n order to keep pace with the annual
ugmentation, of Catholies alone, we must
carly provide threz hundred Priests,
uild three hundred churches, three hund-

“yed schools! Now, this is our present
position ; the old diocesses, or rather thoge
which are most favourad and most solidly
established, respoud but feebly to the cries
aund wants of the multitude ; those whieh
are but nascent and have a thin, scattered,
and poor population, have asy .t no secur-
ed existence, aud languish from want of
aid.

The charity of Jesus Christ urges us,
gentlewen, te recommend to your protec-
tion, and to vour generous solicitude, this
Chureh, of which we are pastors. What
an interesting portion of the Lord’s vine-
yard! It stretches from the hanks of the
St. Lawreuce to the Pacific Ocean, from
Canada to the Gulph of Mexico ; it will
follow the destinies of the nation wherein
it has sunk cuch deep rnots;itis summon-
ed to yield its assistance to its sister in the
south, the conntlese islands situated be-
zween Awmerica and Chin: will, hefore long,
call on nur missioners for succour.

Another fact, gectlemen, is very worthy
of beirg noticed by your wisdom and ob-
servation: we do not build upon sand, but
here we nlantthe Cross on the Rock that
cannot be shaken; at cach step we take
in the forest, we ieave bebind an ipeffucea-
ble track.

We could expatiate longer on this sub-
ject, gentlemen, if we had not commission-
ed our promoter to expound -to0 you our
wvants. to familiarise you with our situa-
tion, and ecxpress to you that heartfent
gratitude which can find no juster and
mere eloguent expression than in the
words of the Apostle: ¢ We have had
great joy and consolation in that charity,
berause the bowels of the saints havo been
refreshed by you.”
