eras, Chancellor Bloyd has decided that, as
the Canadian cojyright w-as secuîred prior to
the English, that the Association had the sole
exclusive right ofsale in Canada. The learned
judge granted a perpetual injunction against
Messrs. Suckling, and condeinned them: to
pay the whole costs of the litigation, which
will be heavy, as the action was commenced
nearly two years ago.
