ARTISTS' HAUNTS, IN WALES.
TISTERN AnREY ; CHEPRTOW CaAsTLE, AND THE
VALLEY oF THE WyE,

Wales, like the original name of Italy- Welsche
land signifies, a land of chasms, springs,
vales and mountains,

Wales end the county of Monmouthshire, are
of small extent, but, within their borders rise the
loftiest mountaing sonth of the Grampians of
Scotland.  The principal group occupies the
whole of Crernarvon, within which rises the
famous Snowdon,— which the Bards look upon
a8 a kind of Parnassus. From its peaked sum-
wit Y Wyddfa,~the place of presence—the
prospret extending over a vast horizon of Jower
hills, valleys, lukes and ivlets of the sea, is
most magnificent. Other summits to the north-
east of the Pass of Llanberis, viz 0 ¥ Foel Fras,
Carnodd Dafydd, Glyder Faur, ete., reminds
one of the lower spurs of the Alps.

Wiles possexses many ancient ruins, known as
Terr Drew und Terr Reirdd, 1,6, Druids’or Bards®
dweltings.  The Grotto, in which Fay Vivian,
kept Merlin the wagician a prisoner. A ciren-
tar mound of stows, marking the burial place of
the famuus Bard Taliesing to which other Bards
went in searh of inspiration, when composing
tribannau, or triad on ‘¢ the three things"—-
Man, Liberty, Light. ’

The inhabitunts delight to call themselves
fwmry i, ¢, they that have s cowmmon father-
land, They love and cling to their ancient
lauguage the Cvmraeg, sud often repeat their
aveient motto ** Tra mor tra Briton.”

The old  vastles surrounded by moats ; the
quaint villages and ancient eities of Wales, take
us back in imagination to the feudal times,

Nature in her wildest grandeur, her 1nost
peaceful asprots, and picturesque beauty, makes
this couutry an artist’s earthly paradise.

Come, Brothers of the brugh, hie to Wye
Sridge, toss half a sovereign 1o the noanchalant
boatman, jumyp into his punt, and glide soltly
Jdown streatn through the verdant valley of the
Wye, which is bounded by Ralner Forest anid
Epvnt Hills,

Numernus offective sketches ar to be lind at
nearly every bend of the river.  Hereand thery,
white enttsges with red chimneys border the
stream and econtrat amlmirably with the green
foliage of the wools, The river near to it
banks, takes the colour of the woods, while in
mid-stream is reflected the atmosplierie grey of
the middle distance,

Situated about half way between Monmouth
and the historic walls of Chepstow, is Tintern
Abbey. The Melrse of Wales, the zrey mins
of which stand in solitary grandeur, 8 remnant
of one of the homes, which, in by.gone days,
hwlonged to the Clatercian Order,  The symmc-
trical besuty of the arches, uted columns, and
parts of the tracery of some of the windows,
expecially the weat window, of this splendid
specimen of pure gothic architecture are in a
good state of preservation ; still, the hand of
time, has played havee with other parts, has
festooned its massive walls with ivy and gave it
the green sward for a pavement, save where

shattersd fragments of wasonry have fallen, near
to the venerable pear-tree, that grows within
the walls of the Abbey. This grand oli ruin,
cmbosomed in trees, in the midst of a beantiful
valley. The rich warm gieys of its tumble-down
walls continsting with the mountainous slape of
Sharneliff, which rising in majestic beauty and
wsgessing o many picturesque features, come.
l)im- ta meke Tintern the point par crcellrnee
for artistie felicity.

There is a strong eurrent in the Wye,  The
rapids” helow Tintern, add = little excitetwent !
to the trip. A Welsh river punt, bears abont the
same propartion to Wye rapids, as a Canadian
raft or steamer, dors to the grand rapids of the
uoble ¥t. Lawrence,

All the way from Tiutern to Chepstow, innu-
merable cherry and yew trees, are seen amongst
the Jighter grewths on the hillside and at the -
foot of the Wyund CIHE, a precipice of mingled
wood and rock, which rises nearly a thonsand
fect above the river's bed.

Chepatow (Aberwve) stands on a hill near to
whete the beantiful \\'?'o joins the noble Severn.
1ts old castle, perched on a chitt, which over-
hangs the river, was built in the time of the
three Edwards on the site of a Norman castle
built by Fitz Osbern, Earl of Hereford : Chep-
stow's mnassive remains has become illustrious
by the montion made of it by Sir Walter Scott
in one of the most stirring Lyrics of modern
times,—the *‘ Norman Horeshoe™ commemo-
rative of DeClare crossing Rymny s stresm snd

* heauty.
“like thiose of the Jaurel ;

leaving the print of his courser’s shoe, *‘ on fair
Glamorgan's velvet ground.” i

Chepstow, with its quaint old houses ; its
alanu'ng and boats, tho brilliant castome of its
wwhabitants giving key notes of colour to the
kcene, s frotn an artist’s point of view, very in-
teresting,

}{w hpe passages of colour in the Laurentine,
Silurian, and Cambrian Rocks, or to touch upon
byder!mm Church, Slanvair castle, or other in-
teresting carlles perched upon copland or the
s‘mrs of hills, is more thad space permits.

FIEWS OF CEYLON,

“Ueylon,” writes  Sir Emerson Tennent,
from whatever dircction it s approached, un.
folds w scene of loveliness and grandeur uusure
passed, if it be rivalled, by any laud in the uni-
verse.  Every traveller is alike entranced by the
vision of heanty which expands before him as
the island rises from the sen, its lofty mountains
eovered by lnxnriant forests, and its shores, till
they meet the ripph: of the waves, bright with
the folinge of perpetual spring.” The Brah
mans style the ixland ** resplendent,” the Budd-
hist poets sing of it as ** & pearl on the brow of
India,”” while the Maliowmedans believe it to
be the spot assigned to Adam to console him for
the loss of paradise, and the early European ex-
plorers spoke in repture of the “*spicy breezes ™
that blow frow its shores.  lLong before the
sailor seex the Jighthouss at Colombo, and the
cocon-palms which fringe the shores, he beholds
the towering form of Adam's Peak rising high
shove the loftiest ranges of the hills, and often
shrouded in sterms and thunder-clouds,  Till
the year 1815, the hill district, in which the
peak is, if not actually the highest, vet the most
conspicuons elevation, was woknown to Furo-
jeans.  But in that year the Fnglish, who had
stucereded the Duteli and Portuguese in the low
conntry, burst throungh the mouutain rampart
which had long defended the King of Kandy
and his capital. The first work of the con-
querors was to earry a military road into the
heart of the ¢ untry, reaching an altitude of
more than six thousand fret above the sea.
Rocks were pierced, precipices scarped, and tor-
rents bridged to effect the passage.  For the last
thitty miles before the city i1s re .ched, the road
passes  through secenery which combines the
grandenr of the Alps with all the splendour of
tropical vegetation. It iy an Uriental Simplon,
It was seen by the Britisth Governor that so
grand a work would be & reproach instead of 2
tropoy if it did not serve to develop the re-
sourees of the istand.  Taught by experience
that the low lands were untit for the cultivation
of cotfer, he formed a plantation on his own
estate near Kandy.  His example transfonmed
Ceylou frem a military cantonment toa tlourish-
ing calony.  The mountain ranges were rapidly
covered with  plantations, and  coffee frees
quickly bloomed on solitary Inlls around the
very base of Adam's Peak, From Guenpola, the
spot at which the great roads converye from the
richest distsiets, the rond winds npward to the
santtarinm of Newasraellia, skirting the hasis of

' the hills till it reaches aw apparently insurmount-
; able barrier of mountains in the glen of Rang-
 badde,

Sa narrow is the garge that the road
enters between two cataracts that descend on
cither side of the pass.  Near Ranghadde some

"of the finest coflee in the island is produe-d.

The plantations are at every seasan objects of
The leaves nre sdark green, polished
the pure white flowers
grow in tults along the top of the benches, and
blossow so suddenly that at morniug the trees
Jook ax if snow had fallen on them in wreaths
during the night.  The jasmine perfume they
exhale lasts but for aday, then crimson berriss
like chorries succeed, bearing withiu the vulp
the double sced.

At the distant Adam's Peak, devotees of all
rabes meet, and unite in peaceful worship of the
hioly foot-print, which Brahmans \u‘!iﬂ\'u to have
been impressed by Siva, the Buddhists by Bud-
dha, the Mohammedaus by Adaw, and the
Catholica either by St. Thomas, or by the
cunach of Candace, Queen of Ethiopia.  Some
misbeliovers aflirm it is the foatstep of Luciler
when he fell from heaven to earth. The loot-
print is about five feet long. The view from
the summit is grand, and unobstructed over earth
and sea, as the eyo looks down on the zoue of
hills, the rolling plains, and silver vivers tillin
the purple distance the glitter of the sunbeams
on t\w sen marks the line of the Indian Qeean,

Nowhere else can the eye measure the height by
comparison with 'a'surrounding plein‘néarly. on
a level witli the sea.” “But this lofty peak is net
the oldest scone of mountain worship. Years
before tho sacred foot-print had been stampeil
into the rock, the. greut apostle Mahindo had
met an:d converted King Devenipiatissa on the
top of the hill of Mibiniala. Tt is & mountain
carved into n temple.  From its suinmit the
view vxtends over an expanse of foliage that
stretches away to the horizon. Toweringabove
this ocean of verduro are the gigantic dagobas of
the anvirnt capital Anurajahpoors, the city on

whose splendours the early Chinese travellers |

expatiated with religious tervour. The groun'
for miles must have been covered with magnifi-
cent buildings, surrounded by groves of odorif-
erous trees. Now afew huts and a dwelling for
soine priests are all that remaiv of its splen-
dours,  The Brasen Palace is a forest of rough
pillars ; the air is heavy and unwholesome ; the
forest covers everything with its impervious
shade.

Royal pomp has vanished, but religious ob-
servances remain.,  Here is the sacred Bo-tree,
the planting of which, in the year 288 n.c.,
form= an epoch in Singhalese annals, and here
are the most famous dagobas in Ceylou. The
word dugoba meaus a relic shrine, and a huge
pile of trick-work raised to preserve one of the
relizs of Buddha, which were collected after his
cremation.  They consist of a bell-sh-ped dome
of brick work surmounted by a cube supporting
a puinted spire, and are p'aced ou a square plat
form apprache d by flights of stone steps. Those
that have been explored hav: been found to be
salid, inclosing a hollow vessel which once con-
tained the rlie, but in which only a few dis-
caloured pecatls have been fonud.  One of these
enarmon« haildivgsis said hy Mr. Ferguson to
be the olde st monnment now extant in India. It
wa~ bnilt three centuries before Christ. The
Abhayogiri dagoha, built 8 ¢, 87, was originally
four hundred and fifty feet high. The holiest of
all, the Thuparama, which enshrines the collar-
bone of Buddha, is only seventy feet high, but
is remarkable for its bell.shaped form. The
highest at the present day is the great Jayta-
wana rama, erected A.p. 330. It is 249 feet in
height and 360 feet in diameter, and rests on a
platform of stone 720 feet square and 15 feet
high. The whole contents, therefore, exceed
twenty millions of cubic feet. The building will
cost over five millions of dollars, and occupy five
hundred bLricklayers for seven years, and the
bricks would line an ordinury railroad tunuel
twenty miles long. The construction of these
bhuge shrines is only remarkable for the vast
amount of labour which must have been expend-
ed on the work. The form is of the simplest de-
sign, as befits the primitive constitution of a
religion which substitutes meditation for wor-
ship. Around the dagobas there were originally
circrnla: colonnades of columns ; many of these,
actagonal in shape and graceful in proportions,
still remain erect, forming, in the iwords of
Knox, ** A world of hewn-stone pillars.”
