
2. Each Party shall tekse the necessary legal, administrative or other
measures to implement the provisions of this Convention, including, with
respect to proposed activities listed in Appendlix 1 that are likely to cause
significant adverse transboUndary impact, the. establishmnt of an
environmental impact assessuant. procedure that permits public Participaion
and preparation of the. environmentaJ. impact asseasment documentation desaribed
in Appendix II.-

3. Th~e Party of origin shall ensure that in accordance with the provisions
of t)iis Convention an environmenta3. impact assessment is undertaken prior to a
decision ta authorize or undertake a proposed activity listed ini Appendix I
that is likely to cause a significant adverse transboundary impact.

4. he Party of origin shall, consistent vith the provisions of this
Convention, ensure that affected Parties are notified of a proposed activity
listed in Appendix I that is'lukely to cause a significant adverse
transboundary impact.

5. Concerned Parties shall, at the. initiative of any snch Party, enter into
discussions on wbether one or more proposed activities not listed ini
Appendix 1 is or are likely to cause a significant adverse trmnsboundary
impact and thus should be treated as if it or they were no listed. Where
those Parties so agree, the activity or activities shall ha thus treateh.
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
