Bill No. 6, An Act to amend The Canadian National-Canadian Pacific
Act, 1933.

Bill No. 7, An Act to amend the Maritime Freight Rates Act.

Mr. Harris (Grey-Bruce) moved,—That the House do go into Committee
of the Whole at the next sitting of the House to consider the following
proposed Resolution:—

That it is expedient to introduce a measure respecting the National Gallery
of Canada to increase the number of members of the Board of Trustees; to
provide that the Board may enter into contracts and may dispose of property
vested in the Board; to provide for a National Gallery Purchase Account and
for a National Gallery Special Operating Account to meet the expenditures of
the Board; and to provide further for the appointment in accordance with the
provisions of the Civil Service Act of the necessary officers, clerks and employees.

Whereupon, Mr. Harris (Grey-Bruce), a Member of the King’s Privy
Council, informed the House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having
been informed of the subject-matter of the said proposed Resolution, recom-
mends it to the House.
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
