On the Orders of the Day:

Sir ]ROBERT BORDEN: Soine time ago
thc member for Saltoats (Mr. MacNutt)
aéked a question with regard ta the enlisýt-
ment of aliens under the voluntary system
and under the Military Service Act. The
matter of the enlistmnent of such persans
under the v.luntary systei has been under
,consideration by the military authorities
noi only of this coux4try but of the United
Kingdomn as well, and there has been con-
sultation betw.een 'the two Governments
-with regard ta it. Upan that consultation
the general policy under the vaountary
:systemi of recruiting has been not ta enlist
men. of alien enemy birth for combatant
service. With regard ta the policy under
the Military Service Act, it would not be
eonsidered desirable ta enlist for combat-

ant service any man who, under the palicy
that has been carried out in respect of val-
untary enlistment, would not be accepted.
The sanie principle, we think, should be ap-
plied ta bath: that is, such a man should
not be enlisted for cambatant service.
