Did his
government forward to Quebec security in-
formation on this matter, and are securîty
files now being made available outside the
ambît of federal authority so they may be
used against people in this way?

In view of the fact
that members of the armed forces may be dis-
turbed by the announcement made by Premier
Lesage with respect to the dismissal of Que-
bec provincial policeman Arthur Vachon, can
the minister inform the house why this man
was enlisted by the air force if he was con-
sidered a security risk, and why he was later
given an honourable discharge.
