The complete art bank record system is now
being computerized so that detailed information of the kind
requested by the member will be available in the future.

Ail works purchased through the art bank are intended for
lease to government departments and other non-profit agencies
in accordance with established counicil policy governing the
collection.

MOOSEHIDE CREEK-YUKON TERRITORY

Question No. I ,392-Mr. Schellenberger:
Did the Department of Indian Affairs and Nortisern Development give its

approval for the staking of placer claims on Moosehide Creek in the Yukon
Territory and, if so, will the Department guarantee that thse dlaims will in no way
contaminate the domestic water supply of the Moosehide Indian Reserve?

Hon. John C. Munro (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): The staking of dlaims under the
Yukon Placer Mining Act does not require the approval of the
department. Section 17 of this act states that any individual 18
years or older may stake dlaims upon any lands in the territory
with the exception of some areas such as national parks and
cemetertes.

If it is determined that the band uses Moosehide Creek for
domestic purposes, future use of the creek by miners could be
Iicensed under the Northern Inland Waters Act. The terms
and conditions would be such as to protect the quality of the
water.
